Basis of preparation

This interim financial report has been prepared in accordance with the applicable disclosure provisions of the Listing Requirements of the Bursa Malaysia Securities Berhad, including compliance with Financial Reporting Standard (FRS) 134, Interim Financial Reporting, issued by the Malaysian Accounting Standards Board (MASB) and should be read in conjunction with the Group’s audited financial statements for the year ended 30 September 2006.

The principal effects of the changes in accounting policies resulting from the adoption of the new and revised FRS are disclosed as follows:

(a) FRS 3: Business Combinations and FRS: 136 Impairment of Assets

(i)
Goodwill

      With effect from 1 October 2006, the Group no longer amortises positive goodwill. Such goodwill is tested annually for impairment, including in the year of its initial recognition, as well as when there are indications of impairment. Impairment losses are recognized when the carrying amount of the cash generating unit to which the goodwill has been allocated exceeds its recoverable amount. Impairment loss is recognized in the income statement and subsequent reversal is not allowed. 

The new policy in respect of positive goodwill has been applied prospectively in accordance with the transitional arrangement under FRS 3. As a result, comparative amounts have not been restated, the cumulative amount of amortization as of 1 October 2006 has been offset against the cost of the goodwill. The carrying amount of positive goodwill for the Group as at 1 October 2006 of RM1,046,000 shall ceased to be amortised. With the adoption of these new FRSs, no impairment loss on goodwill has been recognised in the second quarter ended 31 March 2007. 

(ii) Excess of Group’s interest in the net fair value of acquiree’s identified assets , liabilities and contingent liabilities over     

     cost ( previously known as reserve on consolidation ).

     Under FRS 3 , the reserve on consolidation is now recognized immediately in income statement. In accordance with  

     the transitional provision of FRS 3, the reserve on consolidation as at 1 October 2006 of RM35,518 was derecognized 
     with a corresponding increase in retained profits.

(b) FRS 101: Presentation of Financial Statements and FRS 127:
 Consolidated and Separate Financial Statements

With effect from 1 October 2006, minority interests at the balance sheet date are presented in the consolidated balance sheet within equity, separately from the equity attributable to the equity holders of the parent, and minority interests in the results of the Group for the period are presented on the face of the consolidated income statement as an allocation of the total profit or loss for the period between the minority interests and the equity holders of the parent, in order to comply with FRS 101 and FRS 127.

The presentation of minority interests in the consolidated balance sheet, income statement and statement of changes in equity for the comparative period has been restated accordingly.

(c) FRS 117: Leases

Prior to 1 October 2006, leasehold interest in land held for own use are classified as property, plant and equipment are stated at cost less accumulated depreciation and accumulated impairment losses. 

The adoption of FRS 117 has resulted in a retrospective change in the accounting policy relating to the classification of leasehold land. The up-front payments made for the leasehold interest in land held for own use is accounted for as being held under an operating lease with the unamortised carrying amount classified as prepaid lease payments. Such prepaid lease payments are amortised on a straight line basis over the remaining lease term of the land.
(d) FRS 140: Investment Property

Prior to 1 October 2006, properties held for rental are classified as property, plant and equipment and are stated at cost less accumulated depreciation and accumulated impairment losses. 

The adoption of FRS 140 has resulted in a retrospective change in the accounting policy relating to the classification of properties held for rental to investment property and those under leasehold are amortised on a straight line basis over the remaining lease term of the land while those under freehold building are depreciated on a straight line basis.

Revenue for the current period ended 30/6/2007 has increased to RM49,168,000 as compared to RM47,273,000 for the preceding period ended 30/6/2006, an increase of 4.00%.

Net profit from ordinary activities attributable to shareholders of the company for the current period ended 30/6/2007 has increased to RM6,218,000 as compared to RM4,363,000 for the preceding period ended 30/6/2006, an increase of 42.52%.

The increase in net profit attributable to shareholders was mainly due to increase in profit on sale of fixed assets of RM1,122,000 and also contributions from share of profits from associated companies and increase in turnover.

Comments on material changes in the profit before taxation for the quarterly results compared to the results of the preceding quarter. 
Revenue for the current quarter  ended 30/6/2007 has increased to RM16,725,000 as compared to RM16,213,000 for the preceding quarter ended 31/3/2007, an increase of 3.16%.

Profit before taxation of the Group for the current quarter ended 30/6/2007 has decreased to RM2,979,000 as compared to RM3,869,000 for the preceding quarter ended 31/3/2007, a decrease of 23.00%.

The decrease in net profit before taxation despite a slight increase in revenue was mainly due to profit on sale of fixed assets of RM1,122,000  which was accounted for in the quarter ended 31/3/2007 .

Current financial year’s prospects


The outlook for the remaining quarter of the current financial year remains stable. Progressive implementation of projects under the Ninth Malaysian Plan as well as the Iskander Development Region (IDR) and lately the Northern Corridor Economic Region (NCER) will provide a platform for sustainable growth in the building and construction sectors. Demand for palm oil, rubber, timber and crude petroleum remains strong and will continue to drive the local resource based economies.

Material litigation

Save as disclose below, neither UMS nor its subsidiary companies are engaged in any material litigation  either as plaintiff or defendant and the Directors of UMS are not aware of any proceedings pending or threatened against UMS or its subsidiary companies or any facts likely to give rise to any proceedings which might materially affect the position and business of the UMS Group:-

· A civil action was filed on 4 September 2000 by UMS Corporation Sdn Bhd, a subsidiary of UMS, against four (4) of its employees, claiming for the sum totaling approximately RM1,800,000.00 for alleged misappropriation and/or conversion of goods of UMS Corporation Sdn Bhd.

· An ex-parte Mareva injunction was obtained on 18 September 2000. The inter-partes application for the Mareva injunction was allowed by the Court on 1 March 2004 against three(3) of the four(4) named defendants. One of the defendants affected by the inter-partes order had since lodge to the Court of Appeal against the decision of 1 March 2004. The hearing of the appeal at the Court of appeal is pending and no hearing date has yet to be fixed.

· Following the decision on 1 March 2004, the Court gave specific directions for the parties to comply towards setting the matter down for trial. Parties have since set in motion the various exercises as directed by the Court. Numerous dates for case management have been set for parties to update the Court on the progress. At the recent case management on 24 March 2006 and parties having complied with all case management directions the Court has fixed 22 to 24 January 2007 and 12 to 14 February 2007 for trial of the action.

· On 22 January 2007, the Court has adjourned the matters to 24 January 2007 for parties to attempt a resolution on this matter and the Defendants has proposed orally to settled this matter via payment of RM350,000.00 but UMS are not agreeable with the aforesaid proposal.
· On 24 January 2007,the Court has adjourned the matter to 12 February 2007 for parties to attempt a resolution of this matter.
· On 12 February 2007, parties informed the Court that a settlement had been reached at the sum of RM450,000.00 to be paid by the 1st, 2nd and 3rd Defendants. However parties required some time to prepare a Consent Judgment to be recorded  in Court in respect of the terms of settlement. The matter was adjourned to 13 February 2007.

· On 13 February 2007, a Consent Judgment was recorded in Court in respect of the settlement.       

· Pursuant to the terms of the Consent Judgment, the 2nd Defendant has suggested that certain assets be 

      disposed of for purpose of payment of the settlement sum. Parties are now discussing on an intended 

      mechanism where proceeds from the aforesaid disposal of assets be paid to UMS Corporation Sdn Bhd’s 
      solicitors directly.
· On 7 June 2007, the 1st, 2nd and 3rd defendants paid the sum of RM200,000.00 being the first instalment of the settlement sum.
