Current financial year’s prospects

For the financial year ending 30th September 2013, the Group achieved a growth of 4.8% in its revenue reflecting the    

             2013 GDP growth expectation of 4.5%-5.0% for the Malaysian economy. This growth was underpinned by public and 
             private investments and consumption. The economies in the Far East that is China, Japan as well as India and intra 

             Asean trade accounted for the export of the major portion of our resources commodities such as crude oil, liquefied 
             natural gas, palm oil, timber and rubber whilst the US economy is showing signs of a mild recovery. The Euro zone 
             economy remains sluggish.  
     
In 2014, an improving global outlook is anticipated and the government forecast an economic growth of 5%-5.5%. This growth will be driven by domestic spending as well as private investment initiatives. The economic drivers for this expected growth will be external demand for our primary commodities such as crude palm oil, rubber and timber products as well as electronic/electrical manufactured items. The external environment that will affect the Malaysian economic performance in 2014 will be slower growth in China, India and the effects of a tapering of quantitative easing in the USA as well as its looming debt crises. Any geopolitical crisis/upheavals especially in the Middle East and North East Asia will also impact the local and global economies.


The outlook for 2014 will be cautious but given the group’s prudent and risk averse policies, 2014 is expected to be a profitable year.
