Review of Performance

The Group recorded a turnover of RM 21.05 million for the Second Financial Quarter ended          30th September 2007 as compared with RM 22.64 million in the same period of preceding year. This represents a decrease of 7.04% in the Group’s consolidated turnover as resulting from the current slowdown in the construction industry. 

The group posted its second quarter results with a loss after tax of RM 1.10 million. The loss was mainly due to lower gross profit contribution from competitive prices in the market. As a comparison, the group reported a loss after tax of RM 235,000 for the corresponding quarter ended 30 September 2006.

Results Comparison with immediate preceding quarter


In the current quarter under review, the Group registered a consolidated loss before tax of           RM 1.21 million as compared to its loss before tax of RM 408,000 in the preceding quarter. The result for the current quarter recorded was due to the lower turnover achieved as compared with the turnover of RM 22.44 million achieved in the first quarter financial results ended 30th June 2007.

The overall outlook for the Group’s performance for the rest of the year is likely to remain at an average level.
