Other than the application of FRS 110 and FRS 139, the application of the above FRSs and Interpretations has not resulted in any significant changes in the accounting policies and presentation of the financial results of the Group. Following this, the above adoption by the Group also did not give rise to any major financial impact on the results except the following:      

(a) FRS 101 (revised) – Presentation of Financial Statements
Prior to the adoption of the revised FRS 101, the components of the financial statements presented consist of balance sheet, income statement, statement of changes in equity, cash flow statement and notes to the financial statements. With the adoption of the revised FRS 101, the components of the financial statements consist of a statement of financial position, a statement of comprehensive income, a statement of changes in equity, a statement of cash flow and notes to financial statements.

The other major changes in presentation are summarized as below :

The gains or losses that were previously recognized directly in equity are now presented as Other Comprehensive Income separately in the Statement of Comprehensive Income. Other than the separately presentation, the allocation is also made to show the amount attributable to the owners of the parent and to Non-controlling interest.

Total Comprehensive Income for the Financial Period is required to be presented as one line item in the Statement of Changes in Equity.

(b) FRS 139 – Financial Instruments : Recognition and Measurement

The adoption of the FRS 139 has resulted in the financial instruments if the Group to be categorized and measured using the accounting policies summarized as below:

A financial instrument is recognized in the financial statements when, and only when, the Group becomes a party to the contractual provisions of the instruments.

A financial instrument is recognized initially at its fair value. In the case of a financial instrument not categorized as fair value through profit or loss, the financial instrument is initially recognized at its fair value plus transaction costs that are directly attributable to acquisition or issue of the financial instrument.

In accordance with FRS 139, the recognition, derecognition, measurement and hedge accounting requirement are applied prospectively from 1 January 2010. The effect of the measurement on 1 January 2010 of the financial assets and financial liabilities brought forward from previous financial year are adjusted to the opening retained profits as stated in the Statement of Changes in Equity.

Review of Performance

The Group recorded a turnover of RM16.78 million for the Third Financial Quarter ended           31st  December 2010 as compared with RM15.98 million in the same period of the preceding year. This represents an increase of 5.01% in the Group’s consolidated turnover as a result of higher revenue contribution from projects billing during the third financial quarter.
The Group posted its third quarter results with a loss after tax of RM3.63 million. The higher loss was mainly due to increase in operating expenses of the Group from the tougher business environment prevailing in the construction industry. As a comparison, the group reported a loss after tax of RM1.46 million for the corresponding quarter ended 31st  December 2009.

Results Comparison with immediate preceding quarter


In the current quarter under review, the Group registered a consolidated loss before tax of           RM3.67 million as compared to its loss before tax of RM1.33 million in the preceding quarter. The higher loss was mainly due to increase in operating and administrative expenditure during the third quarter results.

Current Year Prospects


The overall outlook for the Group’s performance for the rest of the year remains slow but will be very challenging due to the continuing lackluster and uncertainties in the current economic climate.  However, the Management should best endeavour to face the challenging market conditions.
