The subsidiary companies were incorporated mainly for the purpose of undertaking construction projects in Thailand. 

PIL has a registered share capital of Thailand Baht ("THB") 100,000 comprising 1,000 shares of THB 100 each and a paid-up share capital of THB 100,000-00. Its principal activity is investment holding.

PTL has a registered share capital of Thai Baht 30,000,000 comprising 300,000 shares of THB 100 each and a paid-up share capital of THB 7,500,000. Its principal activities are property development and construction.

REVIEW OF PERFORMANCE

For the current financial quarter, the Group recorded a total revenue and net profit of RM70.96 million and RM5.43 million respectively. With the construction division continues to be the main contributor in the Group’s overall performance. 
14.
COMPARISON WITH PRECEDING QUARTER'S RESULTS

The Group achieved a slight decrease of 3.69% in the revenue while the net profit margin reduced about 25.69%. This was mainly due to lower contribution in revenue from property development division which pending for the commencement of new phases of property development. 

The decrease in net profit margin is mainly due to higher operating expenses for professional fees for transfer listing and fund raising, survey expenses for potential projects (local and overseas) and also higher finance cost.
15.
PROSPECTS

With the existing balance in the order book and new projects expected to be secured by the construction division and the expected new contribution from the property division, the Group expects to improve on its performance in the coming financial quarter. Barring unforeseen circumstances, the Group will continue to focus on its core activities to further enhance and strengthen the synergy among its group of companies.

The Directors are optimistic that the prospects for the remaining period of the financial year.

The unsecured long term borrowing represented primary collateralised loan obligations entered by the Company on 21 May 2004. The borrowing is for 5 years with interest to be serviced semi-annually at a fixed interest rate of 8.1% per annum and the principal sum is repayable in one lump sum on the last day of the tenure of the facility. A total of RM5 million out of the above borrowing was used to invest in an unquoted subordinated bond being part of the terms and conditions under the above borrowing arrangement. The balance of the fund was utilised primarily for working capital purposes.

MATERIAL LITIGATIONS

Save as disclosed below, the Company and its subsidiary companies are not engaged in any material litigation, claims or arbitration, either as plaintiff or defendant as at the date of this report:

a) In respect of the High Court of Kuala Lumpur Suit No. S1-22-171-2001, WEA Engineers & Associates Sdn Bhd ("WEA") is claiming against PST, vide writ of summons dated 23 May 2000 for a sum of RM157,837 being the balance of professional fees for civil and structural engineering consulting services rendered by WEA to PST. PST has filed a counter-claim dated 25 July 2000 for the sum of RM820,766 against WEA being losses suffered by PST to rectify bored piling works that could be due to defective drawings and specifications of bored pile prepared by WEA. An application to consolidate this action with the suit in item (ii) below i.e. from the High Court of Kuala Lumpur to the High Court of Shah Alam, was filed in court on 27 November 2003 and is fixed for case management on 30 April 2004 for parties to file in their written submissions. Parties have filed in their respective written submissions and the matter was fixed for hearing on 5 July 2004. On the hearing date, the Order for consolidation was granted by the Court. Since this action has been consolidated with item (b) below, the High Court of Shah Alam has given a new suit number for this matter namely Civil Suit No.MT4-22-584-2004, however a date is yet to be fixed by the Shah Alam High Court.

MATERIAL LITIGATIONS (CONTD.)
b) In respect of the High Court of Shah Alam Commercial Suite No. MT4-22-203-2002, Nikmat Jasa Piling (M) Sdn Bhd ("Nikmat") is claiming against PST vide writ of summons dated 22 March 2002 a liquidated sum of RM919,639.59 being special damages and general damages to be assessed in respect of piling works done by Nikmat for PST. PST has filed a counter-claim dated 31 July 2002 for the sum of RM1,459,967.70 against Nikmat being special damages and rectification costs incurred by PST. Nikmat has filled the Reply to the Defence and Defence to the Counter-Claim. In additions, Nikmat has filled the notice to attend the pre-trial case management. The matter has been fixed for the next case management on 16 January 2006.
c) In respect of a writ of summons filed by PST on 1 November 2002 against Juru Bena Tenaga Sdn Bhd ("JBT") at the Kuala Lumpur High Court vide Suit No. 22-1778-2002, PST claimed against JBT a sum of RM510,938 for services rendered to JBT by PST. The case was fixed for case management on 5 January 2004 which was subsequent vacated by the Court and transferred to the Civil Division under a new suit number. Upon making enquiries at the Court Registry we have been informed that the case was fixed for case management on 19 August 2004. The case management was then postponed by the Court to 2 December 2004. The Court had given certain directions for parties to file in bundle of pleadings and a common bundle of documents. On the recent case management on 26 October 2005, the Court had fixed the next date on 30 March 2006 for further case management.
