INTERIM FINANCIAL REPORT FOR THE QUARTER ENDED 30 JUNE 2010

Explanatory Notes

1. Basis of Preparation
The unaudited interim financial statements have been prepared in accordance with FRS 134 Interim Financial Reporting and Chapter 9 Part K of the Bursa Securities Listing Requirements. The accounting policies and method of computation adopted for the interim financial reports were consistent with those adopted for the audited financial statements for the year ended 31 December 2009 and includes the adoption of new Financial Reporting Standards (“FRS”) applicable to the Group. 

Unless otherwise described below, the adoption of the above pronouncements are expected to have no significant impact to the financial statements of the Group upon their initial application.

FRS 8, Operating Segments

FRS 8 replaces FRS 1142004, Segment Reporting and requires the identification and reporting of operating segments based on internal reports that are regularly reviewed by the chief operating decision maker of the Group in order to allocate resources to the segment and to assess its performance. Currently, the Group presents segment information in respect of its business segments. As for geographical segments, the Group operations are principally located in Malaysia and customer base does not reflect the actual location of shipment/deliveries. As this is a disclosure standard, there will be no impact on the financial position or results of the Group.
FRS 139, Financial Instruments: Recognition and Measurement.

FRS 139 sets out the new requirements for the recognition and measurement of the Group's financial instruments. Financial instruments are recorded initially at fair value. Subsequent measurement of the financial instruments at the balance sheet date reflects the designation of the financial instruments. The Group determines the classification at initial recognition and for the purpose of the first adoption of the standard, as at transitional date on 1 January 2010.

These changes in accounting policies have been made in accordance with the transitional provisions of FRS 139. For first time adoption, adjustments arising from remeasuring the financial instruments at the beginning of the financial period were recognised as adjustments are applied prospectively to the opening balance of retained earnings or another appropriate reserve. Comparative figures as at 31 December 2009 are not adjusted.

2. Annual Audit Report
The audit report of the audited financial statements for the year ended 31 December 2009 was not subject to any qualification.

3.     Seasonal or Cyclical Operations
The operations of the Group were not affected by any seasonal or cyclical factors.

4.     Extraordinary and Exceptional Items
There were no extraordinary and exceptional items of an unusual nature affecting assets, liabilities, equity, net income, or cash flows for the current quarter and unaudited financial year.
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5.     Changes in Material Estimates
There were no material changes in the nature and amount of estimates used in the current quarter and unaudited financial period ended 30 June 2010 or in prior interim periods of the current financial year or prior financial year.

6.     Movement of Company’s Securities
There were no issuance and repayment of debt and equity securities, share-buy backs, share cancellations, shares held as treasury shares and resale of treasury shares in the current quarter and financial period ended 30 June 2010. 

7.     Dividend

On 21 April 2010, the Company has proposed a first and final tax exempt dividend of 9 sen per ordinary share, amounting to RM 14,388,028, in respect of the financial year ended 31 December 2009.  This dividend was paid on 19 July 2010.
There were no other dividends declared or paid in the current quarter and financial period ended 30 June 2010.

14.8   Status of Corporate Proposal announced but not completed

On 21 April 2010, the Company announced the following corporate proposals:

a) Proposed bonus issue of 159,866,976 new ordinary shares of RM 0.50 each (bonus shares) on the basis of one (1) bonus share for every one (1) existing shares held on an entitlement date to be determined later;

b) Proposed increase in Authorised Share Capital of Kossan from RM150,000,000 comprising 300,000,000 ordinary shares of RM 0.50 each to RM 1,000,000,000 comprising 2,000,000,000 ordinary shares of RM 0.50 each;

c) Proposed share buy back of  up to ten percent (10%) of its issued and paid–up share capital; and
d) Proposed amendments to the Memorandum and Articles of Association to accommodate the proposals. 

All the above proposals were approved at the Extraordinary General Meeting held on 22 June 2010. The bonus issue was duly completed on 28 July 2010 when 159,866,976 new ordinary shares were issued to entitled shareholders.

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14.11 Material Litigation

On 13 May 2010 the Company announced that by virtue of the Revised Scheduling Order in the Civil Action No. 4:07-CV-193-RLV (the “Georgia Suit”) whereby the Company and its subsidiary Perusahaan Getah Asas Sdn Bhd are named as parties, the United States District Court Northern District of Georgia has ordered parties to comply with applicable time limits for various motions, applications and/or matters for the continuation of the Georgia Suit.

On 09 July 2010 the Company announced that the United States District Court Northern District of Georgia as at 25th June 2010 has granted an Order for the dismissal of the Georgia Suit pursuant to the Joint Motion for Dismissal of the Georgia Suit that that was jointly filed by the parties on 23 June 2010.
Save as disclosed above there is no pending material litigation since the last audited annual balance sheet date to the date of issue of the quarterly report.
