The Group achieved profit before tax of RM997 thousand based on the back of RM16.667 million revenue for the current quarter ended 31 October 2004. The results of the Group were affected by steep rise in raw material prices mainly plastic resin driven up by supply and demand of the resin and soaring crude oil price. The fluctuation of crude oil prices would affect the plastic resins which are the Group’s main raw material. As such, any adverse changes in the crude oil prices for the remaining period of the year may have a negative impact on the Group’s bottom line. The Directors therefore believe that the operations of the Group for the forthcoming financial year ending 31 January 2005 remain challenging.
