Review of Performance

The turnover of the Group has increased by 10.7% for the current quarter ended 31 January 2006 as compared with the preceding year corresponding quarter ended 31 January 2005. The increase was mainly due to the increase in the demand of the Group’s products. 

The profit before tax for current quarter under review was 19.1% lower than the preceding year corresponding quarter ended 31 January 2005 mainly due to the decrease in profit margin.

Material changes in profit before taxation

For the quarter under review, the Group achieved a profit before taxation of RM2.2 million, a decrease of RM0.5 million as compared to that of the preceding quarter ended 31 October 2005, which was recorded at RM2.7 million. The decrease on the profit before tax for the current quarter under review was mainly due to the decrease in profit margin and written down of inventory to net realisable value.

Baring any unforeseen circumstance, the Board anticipates the performance of the Group for the financial year ending 31 July 2006 remains profitable.


The Board expects the industry to be highly competitive in the current financial year, however, the Group will concentrate in providing better services to its customers in order to strengthen its position.
