Ltd., a wholly-owned subsidiary of the Company had on 27 September 2004 acquired 1 ordinary share of HK$1.00 and subscribed for 5,499 ordinary shares of HK$1.00 each representing 55% of the issued and paid-up share capital of PMB System Builders Limited, a company incorporated in Hong Kong for a total cash consideration of HK$5,500.00.

Review of performance

For the current quarter, the Group recorded revenue of RM 45.4 million and profit before tax of RM 0.5 million. The amount of revenue of RM9.7 million and profit before tax of RM 0.6 million for the corresponding quarter in the preceding year were not comparable due to the fact that only half month’s result was being consolidated in the previous year’s corresponding quarter. 

B2.
Variation of results against preceding quarter

The Group recorded revenue of RM45.4 million and profit before tax of RM0.5 million for the current quarter as compared to RM52.3 million and RM3.3 million in the preceding quarter. The decrease of RM6.9 million or 13.2% in turnover was mainly due to the lower revenue contribution from the construction and fabrication segment.

The Group’s profit before tax decreased by RM2.8 million was attributable to the lower revenue recorded coupled with the sharp increase in raw material prices especially aluminium and steel prices which was not fully passed on to the customers for this current quarter.

Current year prospects
In view of the uncertainty in the growth of the global economy, the Board is cautious about the business environment going forward. However, the Board will endeavor to achieve satisfactory results for the current year.
