A1.
Basis of preparation 

The Interim Financial Report is unaudited and has been prepared in compliance with the Financial Reporting Standard (“FRS”) 134 : Interim Financial Reporting issued by Malaysian Accounting Standards Board (“MASB”) and paragraph 9.22 of the Listing Requirements of Bursa Malaysia Securities Berhad (“Bursa Securities”) and shall be read in conjunction with the Group’s annual audited financial statements for the year ended 31 December 2005.

The significant accounting policies adopted are consistent with those of the audited financial statements for the year ended 31 December 2005 except for the adoption of the following new/revised FRS effective for the financial period beginning 1 January 2006:

The Group’s consolidated financial statements were prepared in accordance with MASB Standards prior to 1 January 2006. As such, certain comparative figures for the previous financial period have been restated to reflect the adjustments.

The principal effects of the changes in accounting policies resulting from the adoption of the new/revised FRS are as follows:
(a) FRS 3 : Business Combination, FRS 136 : Impairment of Assets and FRS 138 : Intangible Assets
FRS 3 requires Goodwill acquired in a business combination be carried at cost less accumulated impairment losses and is tested for impairment annually instead of annual goodwill amortization. Any impairment loss is recognised in profit and loss and subsequent reversal is not allowed.  

Prior to 1 January 2006, goodwill was amortised on a straight-line basis over its estimated useful life ranging from 5 to 15 years. This change in accounting policy has been accounted for prospectively from the beginning of its first annual period beginning on 1 January 2006 in accordance with the transitional provisions of FRS 3. As a result of the adoption of FRS 3, the annual goodwill amortization charge (2005: RM72,000) ceased from 1 January 2006 and there are no indications of impairment.
Under FRS 3, any excess of the Group’s interest in the net fair value of acquirees’ identifiable assets, liabilities and contingent liabilities over cost of acquisitions (previously referred to as “negative goodwill”), after reassessment, is now recognised immediately in profit and loss. Prior to 1 January 2006, negative goodwill was amortised over the weighted average useful life of the non-monetary assets acquired with the annual amortization of RM2.27 million. According to the transitional provisions of FRS 3, the negative goodwill as at 1 January 2006 of RM 10.28 million was derecognised with a corresponding increase in retained profits. However, the reclassification of this negative goodwill has no effect on the Company’s reserves and as such is not available for distribution.
(b) FRS 5 : Non-Current Assets Held for Sale and Discontinued Operations 

The Group has reclassified its investment property where the carrying amount of the asset will be recovered principally through a sale transaction rather than through continuing use as non-current asset held for sale. This asset classified as “held for sale” is measured at the lower of carrying amount and fair value less costs to sell and is not depreciated from 1 July 2006.  The liability of the non-current asset held for sale is presented separately from other liabilities in the balance sheet in accordance with FRS 5.
(c) FRS 101 : Presentation of Financial Statements
The adoption of the revised FRS 101 has affected the presentation of minority interest, share of net after-tax result of associates and other disclosures. In the consolidated balance sheet, minority interests are now presented within total equity. In the consolidated balance sheet, minority interests are presented as an allocation of the total profit and loss for the period. A similar requirement is also applicable to the statement of changes in equity. FRS 101 also requires disclosure, on the face of the statement of changes in equity, total recognised income and expenses for the period showing separately the amounts attributable to equity holders of the parent and to minority interest.
The current period’s presentation of the Group financial statements is based on the revised requirements of FRS 101, with the comparatives restated to conform with the current period’s presentation.
(d) FRS 140 : Investment Property
The Investment property is measured using the cost model which is in accordance with the measurement for the Property, plant and equipment except for those that meet the criteria to be classified as held for sale in accordance with FRS 5. According to FRS 140, Investment Property is required to be classified separately from Property, plant and equipment.

Review of performance

The Group’s revenue for the current quarter ended 30th September 2006 increased to RM79.99 million from RM46.50 million in the preceding year quarter. In tandem with the higher revenue, the profit before tax (“PBT”) increased by RM1.29 million compared to the restated PBT of RM1.09 million for the preceding year quarter.

Variation of results against preceding quarter

The Group’s turnover increased by RM20.93 million as compared to the turnover of RM59.06 million recorded in the preceding quarter. There was a slight decrease in PBT by RM0.09 million which was attributable to the higher operating expenses for both segments.

Status of Corporate Proposals Announced

(1) Proposed Amendment to the Articles of Association (“Proposed Amendment”) and Proposed Establishment of an Employee Share Option Scheme (“Proposed ESOS”)

On 20 January 2005, the corporate advisor, K&N Kenanga Berhad (“Kenanga”), on behalf of the Board of Directors announced that the Company proposes to implement an Employee Share Option Scheme of up to fifteen per centum (15%) of the issued and paid-up share capital of the Company at any point in time during the term of the scheme to eligible employees and directors (including non-executive directors) of the Company. As such, the Company proposes to amend Article 4(e) of the Articles of Association of the Company to facilitate the grant of options to eligible non-executive directors.
On 13 April 2005, Kenanga on behalf of the Board of Directors announced that Bursa Malaysia Securities Berhad had approved in-principle the listing and quotation of such number of new ordinary shares of RM0.50 each in PMBT that may be issued pursuant to the Proposed ESOS, representing up to 15% of the issued and paid up share capital of the Company at any one time during the existence of the Proposed ESOS.

The shareholders had approved the Proposed ESOS of up to 15% of the Issued and Paid-up Share Capital of the Company at the Extraordinary General Meeting held on 20 June 2005.
(2) Proposed Share Buy-Back of up to 10% of the Issued and Paid-up Share Capital of the Company (“Proposed Share Buy-Back”)

The shareholders had approved the Proposed Share Buy-Back of up to 10% of the Issued and Paid-up Share Capital of the Company at the Extraordinary General Meeting held on 28 April 2006.

Save for the above, there were no other corporate proposals announced but pending implementation during the financial quarter.
