Review of performance

The Group recorded revenue of RM30.1 million (30 September 2005 : RM19.4 million) and RM80.0 million (30 September 2005 : RM56.9 million) for the individual quarter and cumulative quarter ended 30 September 2006 respectively. This represented an increase of 55.35% and 40.57% for the individual quarter and cumulative quarter ended 30 September 2006 respectively. This was mainly due to the increase in contribution of our Indonesian rice flour operations, the contribution of the Group’s newly acquired subsidiary company, Rasayang Food Industries Sdn. Bhd. and increase in demand for rice and sago sticks (vermicelli). 

The Group recorded profit before tax of RM3.6 million (30 September 2005 : RM3.2 million) and RM9.5 million (30 September 2005 : RM9.1 million)  for the individual quarter and cumulative quarter ended 30 September 2006 respectively. The increase of 14.51% for the individual quarter was mainly due to the contribution of Bersatu Sago Industries Sdn. Bhd. (formerly known as Bersatu Bihun & Food Manufacturing Sdn. Bhd.) and rice and sago sticks (vermicelli) operations. The profit before tax increased at a slower rate as compared to revenue growth, mainly attributed to the increase in selling and finance cost. The increase in income tax for the cumulative quarter ended 30 September 2006 as compared to the preceding year’s corresponding quarter was mainly due to utilisation of unabsorbed capital allowances for the individual quarter ended 30 September 2005.
16.
Variation of results against immediate preceding quarter

The increase in revenue was mainly due to the contribution of Rasayang Food Industries Sdn. Bhd. for the full 3 months in this individual quarter as compared to 1 month from the preceding quarter. Profit before taxation of RM3.6 million for the individual quarter ended 30 September 2006 as compared to its immediate preceding quarter ended 30 June 2006 of RM2.9 million representing an increase of 25.23% was mainly due to the contribution of Bersatu Sago Industries Sdn. Bhd. (formerly known as Bersatu Bihun & Food Manufacturing Sdn. Bhd.) and the increase in revenue for the individual quarter ended 30 September 2006.
17.
Current year prospects

The Board anticipates the performance of the Group to remain profitable. The Group will strive to ensure that it achieves satisfactory results by taking prudent measures and improving operational efficiency.

KBB had submitted an application to the Securities Commission (“SC”) for a further extension of time of six (6) months, i.e. up to 10 February 2007 for KBB to complete the Private Placement. The SC had vide its letter dated 27 July 2006 approved the application.

KBB has acquired the entire issued and paid-up share capital of Bersatu Noodles Industires Sdn Bhd (BNI), comprising 2 ordinary shares of RM1.00 each for a total cash consideration of RM2.00 only on 11 September 2006. BNI will be principally involved in the manufacturing and sale of all types of egg noodles, wheat based noodles and instant noodles. Currently, BNI is still dormant.
