


NOTES TO THE INTERIM FINANCIAL STATEMENTS

A1. 
ACCOUNTING POLICIES
The interim financial report is unaudited and has been prepared in accordance with the requirements of Financial Reporting Standards (“FRS”) 134: Interim Financial Reporting and paragraph 9.22 of the Listing Requirements of Bursa Malaysia Securities Berhad (“BMSB”).
The interim financial statements should be read in conjunction with the audited financial statements for the year ended 31 Aug 2007. These explanatory notes attached to the interim financial statements should provide an explanation of events and transactions that are significant to an understanding of the changes in the financial position and performance of the Group since the year ended 31 Aug 2007.


CHANGES IN ACCOUNTING POLICIES

The accounting policies and methods of computation adopted by the Group in this interim financial report are consistent with the most recent annual audited financial statements of the year ended 31 Aug 2007 except for the adoption of all the  applicable new/revised Financial Reporting Standards (``FRS``) which is effective for financial period beginning 1 Sep 2007 of the Group. The Directors do not anticipate that the application of these standards will have a significant impact of the results and the financial position of the Group other than the restatement of accounts as follows:- 
FRS 117 Lease

Prior to 1 Sep 2007, leasehold land held for own use was classified as property, plant and equipment and was stated at cost less accumulated depreciation and impairment losses. The adoption of the revised FRS 117 has resulted in a change in the accounting policy relating to the classification of leases of land and buildings. Leases of land and buildings are classified as operating or finance leases in the same way as leases of other assets and the land and buildings elements of a lease of land and buildings are considered separately for the purposes of lease classification. Leasehold land held for own use is now classified as operating lease and where necessary, the minimum lease payments or the up-front payments made are allocated between the land and the buildings elements in proportion to the relative fair values for leasehold interests in the land element and buildings element of the lease at the inception of the lease. The up-front payment represents prepaid lease payments and are amortised on a straight-line basis over the lease term.

The Group has applied the change in accounting policy in respect of leasehold land in accordance with the transitional provisions of FRS 117. At 1 Sep 2007, the unamortised amount of leasehold land is retained as the surrogate carrying amount of prepared lease payments as allowed by the transitional provisions. The reclassification of leasehold land as prepaid lease payments has been accounted for retrospectively.

BMSB LISTING REQUIREMENTS

B1.
PERFORMANCE REVIEW

The Group’s revenue for the current quarter ended 29 Feb 2008 decreased to RM30.11 mil compared to RM35.76 mil recorded in the corresponding quarter ended 28 Feb 2007. The lower revenue is due to a softer volume loading from existing customers as well as the impact of the depreciation of the US Dollar against the Ringgit Malaysia.  

Despite a lower turnover, the Group’s loss before taxation reduced to RM3.68 mil in the current quarter as compare to a loss before taxation of RM3.71 mil in the corresponding quarter. The improvement attributed to a 39.14% reduction in finance cost during the period under review. Group’s efforts in consolidating the current level of operations had been resulted a reduction in borrowings to RM44.23 mil as at 29 Feb 2008 against RM49.10 mil as at 28 Feb 2007.

MATERIAL CHANGE IN PROFIT BEFORE TAXATION
The Group recorded a loss before taxation of RM3.68 mil for the quarter under review compared to loss of RM1.39 mil registered in the preceding quarter ended 30 Nov 2007. This was due to the seasonal and cyclical nature as mentioned in Note A2 above.

PROSPECT FOR THE CURRENT FINANCIAL YEAR
Global economic growth is expected to moderate to 3.7% in 2008, due mainly to a slower growth in the US, and to a lesser extent, in Europe and Japan. Europe’s economy continues to face strong headwinds, including persistent uncertainties about the duration and the ultimate cost of the financial turmoil especially in the US and the surging commodity prices. Meanwhile, the domestic growth is projected at 5% to 6% in 2008.
Considerable uncertainty surrounds the global outlook, the Group continues to be affected by the depreciating US Dollar against the Ringgit Malaysia and its inability to adjust the selling prices. The Group continues to consolidate and strengthen its current level of operations.  Further, it continues to diversify its current customer base geographically to cushion a possible slow-down in any region. 
In another development, the Chinese government decided to hike corporate tax for foreign invested manufacturing enterprises to 25% and abolish the 2-year tax holiday effective Jan 2008. We believed this would encourage customers returning to Malaysia and improving our bottom lines in a long run.
