ACCOUNTING POLICIES

The interim financial report is unaudited and has been prepared in accordance with the requirements of Financial Reporting Standards (“FRS”) 134: Interim Financial Reporting and paragraph 9.22 of the Listing Requirements of Bursa Malaysia Securities Berhad (“BMSB”).
The interim financial statements should be read in conjunction with the audited financial statements for the year ended 31 Aug 2008. These explanatory notes attached to the interim financial statements should provide an explanation of events and transactions that are significant to an understanding of the changes in the financial position and performance of the Group since the year ended 31 Aug 2008.

CHANGES IN ACCOUNTING POLICIES

The accounting policies and methods of computation adopted by the Group in this interim financial report are consistent with the most recent annual audited financial statements of the year ended 31 Aug 2008.

The Group has not adopted any new/revised FRS that have been issued as at the date of authorisation of these Interim Financial Statements but are not yet effective for the Group. The Directors do not anticipate any significant impact of the results and the financial position of the Group upon their initial application except possibly for FRS 139 Financial Instruments: Recognition and Measurement, which is exempted from disclosure.

SEASONAL OR CYCLICAL FACTORS

The Group’s operation is seasonal and cyclical in nature whereby the performance for the second quarter (December to February) is normally poorer than the rest of the quarters. This is due mainly to the long festive holidays in Malaysia as well as lower demand for the export markets after Christmas and New Year celebration.

CHANGES IN THE COMPOSITION OF THE GROUP

On 15 Sept 2008, the Company’s wholly-owned subsidiary, Syarikat U.D. Trading Sdn Bhd has acquired additional 14% equity stake in Syarikat U.D. Trading Corporation Sdn Bhd for a cash consideration of RM14,000, resulting the equity interest increased to 65% from 51%.

On 29 May 2009, the Company’s wholly-owned subsidiary, U.D. Panelform Sdn Bhd has disposed its 100% equity interest in Evergreen Trend Sdn Bhd (“ETSB”) for a cash consideration of RM100. ETSB has been dormant since 21 Mar 2007. The consideration was derived at after taking into account the nominal net asset value of RM13 as at 31 Mar 2009. No material gain or loss arising from the disposal.

PERFORMANCE REVIEW

The Group’s revenue for the current quarter ended 31 May 2009 decreased slightly to RM35.26 mil compared to RM35.36 mil recorded in the corresponding quarter ended 31 May 2008. For the nine months period ended 31 May 2009, Group’s revenue achieved RM105.02 mil against RM98.76 mil during the previous corresponding period. Export sales increased by 20.5% to RM64.06 mil due to aggressive marketing strategies as well as a higher sales proceeds from the strengthening of USD against Ringgit Malaysia. However, local sales reduced by 16.8% to RM40.96 mil arising from a keener competition environment.

Meanwhile, the loss before taxation reduced to RM1.47 mil in the current quarter compared to RM2.33 mil previously, due to the strengthening of USD against Ringgit Malaysia as well as a better fixed overhead absorption.

MATERIAL CHANGE IN PROFIT BEFORE TAXATION
The Group’s loss before taxation reduced to RM1.47 mil for the quarter under review compared to RM1.56 mil losses registered in the preceding quarter ended 28 Feb 2009. This was in line a higher turnover of RM35.26 mil achieved as compared to RM32.00 mil recorded in the preceding quarter.

PROSPECT FOR THE CURRENT FINANCIAL YEAR
Global spending indicators remain mix with no definite signs of recovery. However, the deterioration is moderating. US retail sales inched up 0.6% month-on-month in Jun’09 with consumer confidence fell to 49.3% in Jun’09 from 54.8% in May’09. High unemployment rate of 9.5% and the historically high of 10.4% credit card default rate in Jun’09 remain the concerns. Elsewhere, European retail sales declined for a thirteen month in Jun’09, remains below 50 mark, recorded at 47.5, signalling contraction. Japan’s retail sales also fell for a ninth month in May’09 due to a worsening job market.  

Locally, the furniture exports fell 13.2% to RM2.34 bil for the 4 months ended Apr’09, of which, exports to US dropped 11.8% to RM635.6 mil while sales to Japan increased 8% to RM259.2 mil during the same period.

Given the uncertainty of the global economic conditions and the weak consumer spending, the Group continue its best effort to improve operation efficiency and monitor its cashflow position. The Group will stick to the strategy of focusing on core operations and diverting non-core assets. The Group expects its business operation to improve progressively given the fact that it has been de-geared itself to a firmer footing.
