The Group’s operation is seasonal and cyclical in nature whereby the performance for the second quarter (December to February) is normally poorer than the rest of the quarters. This is due mainly to the long festive holidays in Malaysia as well as lower demand for the export markets after Christmas and New Year celebration.

B1.
PERFORMANCE REVIEW

The Group’s revenue for the current quarter ended 28 Feb 2010 increased to RM35.18 mil compared to RM32.00 mil recorded in the corresponding quarter ended 28 Feb 2009. This was mainly attributable to the increased furniture demand overseas. The Group’s gross profit margin also improved to 13.2% from 10.8% previously. Nevertheless, Group’s loss before taxation increased to RM2.29 mil in the current quarter compared to RM1.56 mil previously, due to some bad debt provisions of RM2.10 mil. Excluding such provisions, the group would recorded a loss before taxation of RM193,782.

MATERIAL CHANGE IN PROFIT BEFORE TAXATION
The Group’s loss before taxation increased to RM2.29 mil for the quarter under review compared to RM23,953 losses registered in the preceding quarter ended 28 Feb 2010, due to the bad debt provisions mentioned above.
B3.
PROSPECT FOR THE CURRENT FINANCIAL YEAR

The world economic has been driven by low interest rates, government’s stimulus plans as well as inventory restocking cycle. US new home sales remain weak while the sovereign debt issues in the Euro zone remains a concern. 

Locally, the strengthening trend of the Ringgit against the USD not augur well the Group’s business. However, the Group continue to focus in improving its gross profit margin via product margin feasibility studies. Measures like revamping production facilities to improve efficiency and cost saving are being considered.
