The Proposed Assignment is expected to result in an estimated gain on assignment of approximately RM660,000 to the Group based on the consolidated net book value of the Land Site of RM800,000 as at 30 April 2009.

Review of performance 

The Group registered revenue of RM37 million and RM68 million for the current 2nd quarter and financial year-to-date ended 31 October 2009 compared to RM44 million and RM85 million reported in the preceding year corresponding quarter and period, representing a decrease of RM7 million or -16% and RM17 million or -20% respectively. The decrease in revenue was mainly due to the reduction in selling price which was in line with the decrease in material costs.

Despite the decrease in revenue, the Group reported profit before tax (“PBT”) of RM2.7 million and RM4.8 million for the current 2nd quarter and financial year-to-date compared to PBT of RM2.4 million and RM4.4 million recorded in the corresponding quarter and period last year, representing an increase of RM0.3 million or 13% and RM0.4 million or 10% respectively. The increase in PBT was mainly attributed to the gain on disposal of quoted investment amounting to approximately RM353,000. 
B2.
Variation of results against preceding quarter 
The Group registered PBT of RM2.7 million for the current 2nd quarter compared to PBT of RM2.1 million reported in the immediate preceding quarter, representing an increase of RM0.6 million or 28%. The increase in PBT was mainly attributed to the increase in revenue and the gain on disposal of quoted investment.
B3.
Prospects 
Although the global economy continues to show signs of recovery, it is difficult to predict what lies ahead in today’s challenging economic environment. Nevertheless, barring any unforeseen circumstances, the Board cautiously expects the Group to achieve a satisfactory performance for the current financial year ending 30 April 2010.
