NOTES TO THE INTERIM FINANCIAL REPORT

PART A : EXPLANATORY NOTES AS PER FRS 134

A1.
Basis of Preparation

The interim financial report is unaudited and has been prepared in accordance with Financial Reporting Standard (FRS) 134 ‘Interim Financial Reporting’ issued by the Malaysian Accounting Standards Board  (MASB) and paragraph 9.22 of the Bursa Malaysia Securities Berhad Listing Requirement.

The interim financial report should be read in conjunction with the audited financial statements of the Group for the year ended 31 December 2009. These explanatory notes attached to the interim financial report provide an explanation of events and transactions that are significant to an understanding of the changes in the financial position and performance of the Group since the financial year ended 31 December 2009.

Significant Accounting Policies

The significant accounting policies adopted are consistent with those of the audited financial statements for the year ended 31 December 2009, except for the adoption of the following new Financial Reporting Standards (FRSs), Amendments to FRSs and Interpretations with effect from 1 January 2010.

Financial Instruments: Recognition and Measurement

Other than the principal effects as discussed below, the adoption of the above FRSs do not have any significant financial impact on the Group’s results.

(a) FRS 101 : Presentation of Financial Statements (FRS 101)

FRS 101 (revised in 2009) has introduced changes in terminology used, format and contents of financial statements. Amongst others, components of interim financial statements presented now consist of a statement of financial position, a statement of comprehensive income, a statement of changes in equity, a statement of cash flows and notes to the financial statements. The statement of comprehensive income consists of profit or loss for the period and other comprehensive income. All non-owner changes in equity are required to be presented in statement of comprehensive income and components of comprehensive income are not permitted to be presented in the statement of changes in equity.

(b) Amendments to FRSs “Improvements to FRSs(2009)” – FRS 117 : Leases

FRS 117 clarifies on the classification of leases of land and buildings. The Group has reassessed and determined that the leasehold land of the Group are finance lease in substance and has reclassified the leasehold land to property, plant and equipment. The change in accounting policy has been made retrospectively in accordance with the transitional provisions of this FRS amendment.

(c) FRS 139: Financial Instruments – Recognition and Measurement 
FRS 139 establishes principles for recognition and measurement of financial instruments. A financial asset or a financial liability shall be recognized in its statement of financial position when, and only when, the group becomes a party to the contractual provisons of the instrument. A financial asset or financial liability is recorded at fair value upon initial recognition plus, in the case of a financial asset or financial liability not at fair value through profit and loss, transaction costs that are directly attributable to the acquisition or issue of the financial asset or financial liability.

Financial assets

Subsequent to initial recognition, financial assets are classified as ‘financial assets at fair value through profit or loss’, ‘held-to-maturity investments’, ‘loans and receivables’, ‘available for sale financial assets’ , as appropriate.

The group financial assets include trade and other receivables (exclude prepayments), cash and short-term deposits, which are categorized as ‘loans and receivables’.

‘Loans and Receivables’ – Prior to adoption of FRS 139, loans and receivables were stated at cost less allowance for doubtful debts. Under FRS 139, financial assets categorized as loans and receivables are subsequently measured at amortised cost using the effective interest methods. Gains or losses arising from amortization process, impairment, or derecognition of loans and receivables are recognized in profit and loss.

Financial liabilities 

After initial recognition, financial liabilities are classified as ‘fair value through profit or loss’, ‘amortised cost’ , as appropriate. 

The group financial liabilities include trade and other payables. 
Transitional Provisions
In accordance to the transitional provisions for first-time adoption of FRS 139, retrospective application is not permitted and any adjustment of the previous carrying amount, arising from remeasurement of the financial instruments as at 1 January 2010, shall be recognized as an adjustment of the opening balance of retained earnings or other appropriate category of reserves. Hence, comparative figures are not restated.

Qualification of Annual Financial Statements

There has not been any qualification made by the auditors on the annual financial statements of the Group for the year ended 31 December 2009.

The Group’s business operation results were not materially affected by any major seasonal or cyclical factors.

Review of Performance


The revenue and profit before tax recorded by the Group for the current quarter was RM10.3 million and RM495,000 respectively. This represents an increase of RM3.01million in revenue or 41.1% higher than that of its corresponding quarter. The increase in revenue is primarily due to higher demand from the Group’s existing customers. The Group profit before tax in the current quarter increased by RM1.01million higher than its corresponding quarter due to higher turnover in the current quarter.

Variation of Results Against Preceding Quarter

The Group profit before taxation for the current quarter ended 31 March 2010 of RM495,000 represents an increase of RM81,000 than the previous quarter ended 31 December 2009. This is mainly due to higher sales volume.
B3.
Commentary on Prospects

The Board anticipates the operating environment for 2010 for the Group's business to be just as challenging as the previous year. Its traditional export markets of Middle East Countries and Africa are still not showing signs of recovery. The Group expects its earlier marketing investments in non traditional markets of Europe and North America, its initiatives into new product lines, and the launch of its e-business, to add strength to its 2010 business plan.
