Variance of results against preceding year quarter
For the third quarter ended 30 September 2006, the Group recorded a consolidated revenue of RM78.64 million.  This represents an increase of approximately 66% as compared to the corresponding quarter in the financial year ended (“FYE”) 2005 of approximately RM47.46 million.  The net profit after tax recorded for the current quarter ended 30 September 2006 of approximately RM5.60 million is approximately 83% higher than that recorded for the corresponding quarter in FYE 2005 of RM3.06 million.
In the corresponding quarter in FYE 2005, the Group registered a higher revenue and profit after tax due to the completion of various engineering equipment contracts such as the supply of gas turbine spares, compressors and various process equipment systems.  The increase is also due to the ongoing charter of MV Tanjung Jara, MV Tanjung Huma, MV Tanjung Manis and a new vessel which was taken delivery earlier this year, MV Tanjung Pinang 1 which started its operations in early August 2006.  Further thereto, the Mobile Offshore Production Unit (MOPU) has also begun its full scale operations in mid August 2006 and is expected to contribute positively to the earnings of the Group in the future.  The Group remains committed to increase its revenue and profitability by focusing on its four core activities in the oil and gas industry, namely engineering equipment, maintenance services, drilling and production platform services and vessel services. 
B2
Variance of results against preceding quarter

The Group’s total revenue for the current quarter of RM78.64 million represents an increase of approximately 33% as compared to RM58.85 million recorded in the preceding quarter.  The increase in revenue and profitability is mainly due to the completion of various engineering equipment contracts such as the supply of gas turbine spares, compressors and various process equipment systems.  The commencement of operations of the Group’s fourth vessel namely, MV Tanjung Pinang 1 in early August 2006, also contributed to the increase in revenue and profitability in the current quarter under review. Further thereto, the MOPU has also begun its full scale operations in mid August 2006 and is expected to contribute positively to the earnings of the Group in the future.  
B3
Current Year Prospects
The Board of Directors (“Board”) of Tanjung continues to remain upbeat on the future of oil and gas sector in Malaysia.  The prevailing high prices of crude will continue to enhance exploration, development of new oilfields and upgrade and maintenance of the existing and new offshore platforms which are spearheaded by the national oil company, PETRONAS together with the oil majors. Tanjung Group is expected to continue to experience growth in revenue and profitability through its four core activities within the oil and gas industry:- engineering equipment services, maintenance services, drilling and production platform services and offshore support vessel services.

With the recent delivery of two (2) units of Straight Supply Vessels namely, MV Tanjung Pinang 1 and MV Tanjung Pinang 2, the Group currently operates five (5) vessels and is looking forward to take delivery of another two (2) new Straight Supply Vessels by the fourth quarter of 2006.  MV Tanjung Pinang 1 and MV Tanjung Pinang 2 have already been chartered to the Group’s clients in early August and early October 2006 respectively.  

The MOPU has also commenced operations in full scale at Cendor field and is expected to contribute positively to the earnings of the Group in the future.
The Board of Directors of the Company expects that the revenue and profitability contribution from the vessel services and drilling rig and production platform services division to experience significant growth in the coming quarters.
