On 26 March 2007, Tanjung announced a bonus issue of up to 72,368,700 bonus shares, to be credited as fully paid-up, on the basis of two (2) bonus shares for every five (5) existing shares held in Tanjung on entitlement date (“Bonus Issue”). On even date, Tanjung has also announced an increase in authorized share capital of Tanjung from RM100 million divided into 200 million shares to RM200 million divided into 400 million shares.   The bonus issue exercise was capitalised from the share premium account and the accumulated profits account. 

The Securities Commission (SC) had on 17 May 2007, approved the issuance of additional new warrants pursuant to the adjustments to be made to the warrants in accordance to the Deed Poll dated 13 January 2006, arising from the Bonus Issue; the issuance of additional new shares arising from the exercise of the additional warrants; and the listing of and quotation for the additional warrants as well as new shares arising from the exercise of additional warrants on Bursa Malaysia Securities Berhad.

The bonus issue and the increase in authorised share capital were approved by the shareholders of Tanjung at an extraordinary general meeting held on 25 May 2007.  The bonus issue was completed with the listing of the bonus shares and warrants on 13 June 2007.  

On 10 December 2007, the SC has approved the Issue of, Offer for Subscription or Purchase of, or Invitation to Subscribe for or Purchase of up to RM400.0 Million Nominal Value Islamic Medium Term Notes (“IMTN”) pursuant to an Islamic Medium Term Notes Programme (“IMTN Programme”).  The proceeds from the IMTN Programme shall be utilised by Tanjung, for Syariah-compliant purposes to finance the acquisition and/or construction of offshore support vessels, production platforms, lift barges and oil rigs.

The IMTN Programme has a tenure of up to fifteen (15) years from the date of the first issuance of the IMTN Programme subject to the first issuance to be effected within six (6) months from the date of the SC’s approval.   On 14 March 2008, Tanjung issued RM80.0 million form the said IMTN Programme to finance two (2) units of offshore support vessels that are currently under construction namely, MV Tanjung Gelang and MV Tanjung Gaya. 

On 10 September 2008, Tanjung issued another RM40.0 million of the IMTN Programme to part finance four (4) units of anchor handling tug & supply (AHTS) vessels that are currently under construction and are expected to be delivered by end of FYE 2009 and FYE 2010 respectively.
On 15 April 2008, Tanjung announced a Share Buy-Back exercise to purchase its own shares of up to ten percent (10%) of its issued and paid-up capital.  The Share Buy-Back exercise was approved by the shareholders of Tanjung on 23 May 2008.  
On 17 June 2008, Tanjung announced a renounceable rights issue of up to 50,547,652 new ordinary shares of RM0.50 each in the Company together with up to 50,547,652 free new detachable warrants at an issue price to be determined later on the basis of one (1) Rights Share together with one (1) free Warrant for every five (5) existing shares of RM0.50 each held in the Company at an entitlement date to be determined later (“Rights Issue with Warrants”).  On 29 August 2008, Tanjung obtained its shareholders’ approval for the Rights Issue with Warrants.  On 17 October 2008, the Rights Issue with Warrants was completed with the listing of new Rights Shares and Warrants on Bursa Malaysia Securities Berhad.   
Save as disclosed above, there were no issuance of debt and equity securities for the current financial period under review.

The said final dividend will be paid on a date to be announced in due course.

Variance of results against preceding year quarter

For the current quarter ended 31 December 2008 (FYE 2008), the Group recorded consolidated revenue of RM203.14 million.  This represents an increase of RM106.29 million or approximately 110% as compared to the corresponding quarter in the financial year ended 31 December 2007 (FYE 2007) of RM96.85 million.  The net profit after tax recorded for the current quarter ended FYE 2008 of RM13.65 million is RM6.18 million or 83% higher than that recorded in the corresponding quarter in FYE 2007 of RM7.47 million.

The accumulated revenue for FYE 2008 of RM574.27 million represents an increase of RM151.40 million or approximately 36% higher than that registered in FYE 2007 of RM422.87 million.  The accumulated profit after tax for FYE 2008 of RM32.04 million represents an increase of approximately RM8.81 million or 38% higher than that registered in FYE 2007 of RM23.23 million.

The abovementioned increase in revenue and profitability is mainly due to completion and delivery of various engineering equipment packages and contracts in the current quarter under review.  These include the provision of glycol regeneration packages, waste heat recovery packages, produced water system packages, chemical injection and switchgear packages as well as nitrogen generators to various oil majors operating in Malaysian waters.  Apart from that, there were additional three (3) units of offshore support vessels operating on long term charter and spot charter in the current quarter under review. These new vessels are MV Tanjung Puteri 1, MV Tanjung Puteri 2 and MV Tanjung Gaya.

Variance of results against preceding quarter

The Group’s total revenue for the current quarter of RM203.14 million represents an increase of RM6.23 million as compared to RM196.91 million recorded in the preceding quarter.  The Group’s consolidated net profits of RM13.65 million registered in the current quarter is higher by RM8.56 million or 168% as compared to the preceding quarter of RM5.09 million.  The increase in profitability levels in the current quarter under review is mainly due to the completion of various engineering equipment packages and the ongoing charters of additional three (3) units of offshore support vessels.
B3
Current Year Prospects
The Board of Directors of Tanjung remains upbeat on the future of oil and gas industry in Malaysia.  Notwithstanding the lower prices of oil, we are confident that we are able to continue to enhance our services to the oil majors in their exploration, development of new oilfields, upgrade and maintenance of the existing and new offshore platforms, in particular the shallow water development programmes spearheaded by the national oil company, PETRONAS. 
Tanjung Group will continue to penetrate niche markets within its four (4) core businesses to further enhance its growth in revenue and profitability in the oil and gas industry.  We will continue to invest in sectors or assets that are fundamentally strong in generating healthy returns and taking a long term outlook of the oil and gas industry.
