As at 31 March 2011, the Company has an outstanding RM80.59 million Serial Fixed Rate Bonds which were fully drawn down and utilized to finance the construction of three (3) units of offshore support vessels.  The Company also has an outstanding RM110.0 million Islamic Medium Term Notes (“IMTN”) which has been utilized to part finance the construction of six (6) units of offshore support vessels.  On 29 June 2011, the Company has successfully completed the refinancing of the entire Serial Fixed Rate Bonds and IMTN with a new term loan of RM240.0 million.  The new term loan is for a period of eight (8) years from the disbursement date.

On 17 June 2010, Tanjung announced a private placement of 26,000,000 new ordinary shares of RM0.50 each (“Shares”) in Tanjung to E-Cap (Internal) One Sdn Bhd (E-Cap), representing approximately 10% of the total issued and paid-up share capital of Tanjung (inclusive of treasury shares) as at 8 June 2010, at an issue price of RM1.30 per Share (“Private Placement”).  Concurrent with the Private Placement, E-Cap had on 17 June 2010 entered into a sale and purchase agreement with Haji Abdullah Bin Hashim and his affiliates, for the acquisition by E-Cap of an aggregate of 30,500,000 existing Shares in Tanjung (“Shareholders’ Transaction”).  The aforesaid corporate exercises were approved and completed via the listing of the new placement shares on 29 July 2010.

On 31 May 2010, the shareholders of Tanjung approved and renewed the Share Buy-Back mandate to purchase its own shares of up to ten percent (10%) of its issued and paid-up capital.

Variance of Results Against Preceding Year Quarter

For the current quarter under review, the Group recorded consolidated revenue of approximately RM183.12 million.  This represents an increase of RM45.97 million or 33.52% as compared to RM137.15 million recorded in the corresponding quarter ended 30 June 2010.  In the current quarter under review, the Group recorded a net profit after tax of RM7.54 million as compared to a net profit of RM3.59 million recorded in the preceding year quarter ended 30 June 2010.

The increase in revenue is due to additional engineering equipment and maintenance contracts secured and completed during the quarter under review.  In line with higher revenue from the equipment and maintenance services coupled with higher utilization of our offshore support vessels from a more robust market, net profit after tax increased by 110.03%.  During the period, we have also reduced our losses from the engineering equipment division through implementation of our cost reduction exercise and streamlining of business operations. The engineering equipment division has also registered improved profitability margins in the current quarter under review.

Variance of Results Against Preceding Quarter

The Group’s total revenue for the current quarter of RM183.12 million is higher by 82.08% or RM82.55 million as compared to the preceding quarter ended 31 March 2011 of RM100.57 million.  The Group’s profit after tax of RM7.54 million registered in the current quarter represents an increase of more than 100% as compared to the net loss after tax registered in the preceding quarter ended 31 March 2011 of (RM3.10) million.  The turnaround in profitability registered in the current quarter is mainly due to higher offshore support vessel utilization and improved revenue and profitability margins registered in the engineering equipment division.

Current Year Prospects

The Board of Directors of Tanjung remains positive on the prospects of oil and gas industry in Malaysia and the region.  Notwithstanding the volatility in oil prices, we are confident that we are able to continue to enhance our services to the oil majors in their exploration, development of new oilfields, upgrade and maintenance of the existing and new offshore platforms, in particular various development programmes spearheaded by the national oil company, PETRONAS. 

Tanjung Group will continue to penetrate niche markets within its four (4) core businesses to further enhance its growth in revenue and profitability in the oil and gas industry.  We will continue to invest in sectors or assets that are fundamentally strong in generating healthy returns and taking a long term outlook of the oil and gas industry.
