	The Group’s revenue for the current quarter ended 31 December 2009 was RM 83.345 million, an increase of 19.43% from RM 69.786 million recorded in the preceding year’s corresponding quarter. 
The increase in revenue was mainly due to the Group’s aggressive marketing strategy to promote its products and higher gold price. 

As a result, the Group’s profit before taxation (“PBT”) has increased to RM 7.950 million from RM 1.301 million reported in the preceding year’s corresponding quarter. Accordingly, the Group reported profit after taxation and minority interest of RM 5.155 million.
During the current financial year to-date, the Group’s revenue increased to RM 300.890 million from RM 289.414 million reported in the preceding year. Consequently, the Group’s PBT in the current financial year to-date increased by 24.38% to RM 26.318 million. The improved performance is due to better margin contributed by higher gold price.
