Notes Required Under FRS 134
(a) Basis of Preparation
The same policies and methods are practiced by Global Carriers Berhad (“GCB” or the “Company”) in this interim Financial Statement as compared with the annual Financial Statement for the year ended 31 December 2008. 
This interim financial report has been prepared in accordance with FRS134 Interim Financial Reporting and Chapter 9 part K of the Listing Requirements of Bursa Malaysia Securities Berhad.  This interim financial report must be read in conjunction with the annual audited accounts for the financial year ended 31 December 2008.

There are no qualifications in the Auditors’ Report of the 2008 annual audited accounts.
(c) Seasonality or Cyclicality of Operations
The operations of the GCB Group are generally not affected by seasonality or cyclicality of operations.

1. Review of Performance
The Group recorded RM10.1 million in revenue for the quarter under review, a decrease of RM4.2 million or 29.3% as compared to the preceding year corresponding quarter of RM14.3 million. The difference in revenue is due to the disposal of three (3) single hulled vessels in 2008.
2. Material Changes for the Current and Preceding Quarter
The Group recorded a loss of RM3.45 million on a turnover of RM10.1 million in the current quarter, as compared to a loss before exceptional item and taxation of RM1.81million on a turnover of RM10.8 million in the preceding quarter.
The difference is mainly due to the repair costs incurred on one of the old single hulled vessels in preparation for disposal, which was completed in April 2009. The said disposal resulted a gain of about RM1.7 million.
3. Prospects 
The Group had sold three (3) single hulled vessels in 2008 and one (1) in second quarter of 2009 .
However , two (2) new double  hulled vessels were delivered, one in last quarter of 2008 and one in second quarter of 2009. Three (3) additional double hulled vessels are expected to be delivered in third and fourth quarter of 2009.
With a total of seven (7) vessels in operations and utilised on various time, spot and voyage charters, except for the periods of scheduled dockings and maintenance, the Group expects additional earnings in the next few quarters.
4. Provision of Profit Forecast or Profit Guarantee in Public Document
The Company did not provide a profit forecast or profit guarantee in a public document.

5. Taxation
The income of the Group derived from the operations of sea-going Malaysian registered ships is tax-exempt under Section 54A of the Income Tax Act, 1967. The provision for taxation relates to other income and does not contain any deferred tax.
6. Profit/Loss on Sale of Unquoted Investments and/or Properties
There is no sale of unquoted investments.
7. Purchase/Disposal of Quoted Securities
There is no purchase/disposal of quoted securities by the Group or any of its subsidiary companies.

8. Status of Corporate Proposals
There are no corporate proposals announced or are being undertaken by the Company or the Group in this quarter under review. 
9. Group Borrowings
As at 31 March 2009, the outstanding Redeemable Unsecured Loan Stocks (“RULS”) amounts to RM73,168,386.  The relevant authority has approved the RULS to be extended for another 3 years up to 2011.
The Group’s bank overdraft facility of RM15 million is secured by a first charge over the investment property. The bank overdraft bore effective interest at rates BLR + 1.50% per annum on daily rest.
The Group secured long term loans approximately RM105 million in total to finance its four (4) double hulled vessels under construction. The effective interest rates approximately range from 5.50% - 7.00% per annum. 

10. Changes in Material Litigation
There is no new material litigation during this reporting period. 
11. Dividend
No dividend was declared on the ordinary shares for the quarter under review.
