Part A-Explanatory Notes Pursuant to FRS 134

1 Basis of Preparation

The unaudited interim financial statements have been prepared in accordance with the reporting requirements outlined in the Financial Reporting Standard ("FRS") No.134: Interim Financial Reporting issued by the Malaysian Accounting Standards Board ("MASB"), and Paragraph 9.22 of the Listing Requirements of the Bursa Malaysia Securities Berhad. 
The accounting policies and methods of computation adopted in the preparation of this interim financial statements are consistent with those adopted in the annual financial statements for the year ended 30 April 2010 which includes the adoption of new/revised FRS effective for the financial period.
The interim financial statements should be read in conjunction with the audited financial statements for the financial year ended 30 April 2010 and the accompanying explanatory notes attached to this interim financial report.
2 Accounting Policies and Method of Computation

  The adoption of the new and revised FRSs, IC Interpretations and Amendments has no significant impact on the results and the financial position of the Group upon their initial application of the new FRS and Interpretations. This revised FRS does not have any impact on the financial statements of the Group other than enhanced presentation and disclosures.

1 Review of performance

For the current quarter performance, the Group recorded a Sales Turnover of RM20.509 million which was 34.8% higher than the preceding year’s corresponding quarter Sales Turnover of RM15.219 million. However, the Profit before Tax of RM1.450 million was 23.4% lower than the RM1.907 million recorded in the preceding year’s corresponding quarter. The sales performance was commendable as the new machines purchased last year contributed to the production despite a challenging external environment. The Profit before Tax was less commendable as electricity and fuel costs affected production efficiency and hence margins declined. The Government has earlier warned that such costs is expected to increase further in the near future as subsidies are being rationalised gradually. 
2 Variation of Results Against Preceding Quarter

The current quarter Group's profit before tax of RM1.450 million was 31.7% lower than the profit before tax of RM2.122 million recorded in the preceding quarter.  As mentioned earlier, the subsidy rationalisation has affected margins going forward.
The preceding corresponding quarter ended 31 January 2011 Sales Turnover of RM19.798 million as compared to the current quarter Sales Turnover of RM20.509 million was an increase of 3.5%. This sales performance is considered as commendable and in line with expectations as the global economy picked up in the last quarter of the financial year.
3 Prospects

The Board of Directors is of the opinion that the financial year ending 30 April 2012 would be a better year in view of the improving global economy and the believe that most of the negative events in Europe and U.S. has already been factored in. The Board expects to improve on its sales turnover compared to the previous financial year as it continuously source for new customers to sustain its growth.  
We are expecting the profits to be at least maintained going forward as a result of the global economic recovery. Marketing expansion plans for the overseas markets such as to Europe and U.S. are ongoing and will look into the possibility of strategic tie-ups with companies from those places. 
4 Variance of Profit Forecast/Profit Guarantee
There was no profit forecast or profit guarantee given in respect of the current period.
