Part A-Explanatory Notes Pursuant to FRS 134

1 Basis of Preparation

The unaudited interim financial statements have been prepared in accordance with the reporting requirements outlined in the Financial Reporting Standard ("FRS") No.134: Interim Financial Reporting issued by the Malaysian Accounting Standards Board ("MASB"), and Paragraph 9.22 of the Listing Requirements of the Bursa Malaysia Securities Berhad.

Malaysian Financial Reporting Standards (“MFRSs”)

On 19 November 2011, the Malaysian Accounting Standards Board (MASB) issued a new MASB approved accounting framework, the MFRS Framework. The MFRS Framework is to be applied by all Entities Other Than Private Entities for annual periods beginning on or after 1 January 2012, with the exception of entities that are within the scope of MFRS 141 Agriculture (MFRS 141) and IC Interpretation 15 Agreements for Construction of Real Estate (IC 15), including its parent, significant investor and venturer (herein called ‘Transitioning Entities’).

Transitioning Entities will be allowed to defer adoption of the new MFRS Framework for an additional one year. Consequently, adoption of the MFRS Framework by Transitioning Entities will be mandatory for annual periods beginning on or after 1 January 2013. On 4 July 2012, the MASB has decided to allow 
Transitioning Entities to defer the adoption of the MFRS Framework for another year. The MFRS Framework will therefore be mandated for all companies for annual periods beginning on or after 1 January 2014. The Group has opted to defer the adoption of the new MFRS framework and accordingly, the Group will be required to prepare its financial statements using the MFRS Framework in its first financial statements for the financial year ending 31 December 2014.

The auditors' reports for the immediate preceding annual financial statements for the financial year ended 30 April 2012 were not subject to any qualification.

1 Review of performance

For the current quarter performance, the Group recorded a Sales Turnover of RM22.609 million which was 2.8% higher than the preceding year’s corresponding quarter Sales Turnover of RM21.986 million. The Profit before Tax of RM3.117 million was 41.7% higher than the RM2.200 million recorded in the preceding year’s corresponding quarter. The sales performance was commendable as it is a slight improvement over previous year’s performance despite a challenging external environment. Aggressive marketing for new customers helped. The Chinese New Year festival falling in early February 2013 boosted sales. The Profit before Tax was very commendable compared to previous year’s performance as the input costs such as raw materials was fairly stable and product sale prices increased in the current quarter. 
2 Variation of Results Against Preceding Quarter

The current quarter Group's profit before tax of RM3.117 million was 85.2% higher than the profit before tax of RM1.683 million recorded in the preceding quarter which was very commendable. Input cost such as labour cost and raw materials which impacts on margins were fairly stable in the current quarter of the financial year compared to the preceding quarter as world commodity prices trended downwards. The product sale price increase coupled with the consistent production efficiency contributed to the increase in margins for this quarter.
The current quarter Sales Turnover of RM22.609 million as compared to the preceding quarter ended 31 January 2013 Sales Turnover of RM25.847 million was lower by 12.5%. This quarter sales performance was a little commendable as there was only the Chinese New Year festival falling in early February 2013 compared to Deepavali and Hari Raya festivals falling in the preceding quarter.
3 Prospects

The Board of Directors is of the opinion that for the financial year ending 30 April 2014, the financial results can be improved and profit margins can be maintained. The Board is confident that the sales turnover for the new financial year will be improved as it continuously source for new customers from overseas to sustain its growth.  
Prices of key raw materials is expected to remain fairly stable in the current year which will contribute to the input cost being stable. As such, we are expecting the profits to be at least maintained going forward to the next quarter as the global economy continue to recover slowly. Marketing expansion plans for the overseas markets is continuing, particularly, to Asian countries. 
4 Variance of Profit Forecast/Profit Guarantee
There was no profit forecast or profit guarantee given in respect of the current period.
