The Group reported lower profit after tax of RM3.04 million for the current quarter compared to RM5.36 million of preceding year corresponding quarter. This is mainly attributable to lower sales revenue coupled with higher cost of sales resulting from escalation of material costs.
The revenue of the Integrated Crane Services and workover projects lifting solution is reduced from RM16.40 million and RM5.79 million to RM9.07 million and RM1.38million respectively as the present contracts were only extended and approved in May 2011. We foresee the revenue will improve subsequent to the reported period.

Material Changes In The Quarterly Results Compared To The Results Of The Preceding Quarter 
The Group’s profit before tax of RM4.11 million in the current quarter is higher compared to RM1.21 million in the preceding quarter is mainly due to higher revenue as works involving crane services and maintenance start to increase. This is also coupled with the increase in work activities for workover projects lifting solutions.
B3.
Current Year Prospects 
The Group is still bullish on the prospect of the Malaysian oil and gas industry, as PETRONAS and other oil majors are committed to intensify exploration and production efforts to enhance the country's reserves, underpinned by stabilizing oil prices and the need to retain energy sources. 
Furthermore, Petronas commitment to re-direct capital expenditure to its home market will also provide spin-off benefits and positive prospects for the Group.
Barring any unforeseen circumstances, the Group will continue to experience business stability and sustain growth as the demand for the oil and gas support services will remain healthy in the foreseeable future. 
Going forward, the Group have obtained American Petroleum Institute (API) certificate for the current yard in Kemaman Supply Base which has been renewed for the next three (3) years. This augurs well for future offshore crane sales/order as this allows us to continue to apply API monogram on our finished products.
