A.         Notes to the quarterly financial report
1
Basis of preparation
The interim financial statements are unaudited and have been prepared in accordance with paragraph 9.22 of the Listing Requirements of the Bursa Malaysia Securities Berhad, and Financial Reporting Standard (FRS) 134: Interim Financial Reporting, issued by the Malaysian Accounting Standards Board (MASB).
The interim financial statements should be read in conjunction with the audited financial statements for the year ended 31 December 2006.  These explanatory notes attached to the interim financial statements provide an explanation of events and transactions that are significant to an understanding of the changes in the financial position and performance of the Group since the year ended 31 December 2006.
2
Changes in accounting policies
The MASB has issued a number of new and revised Financial Reporting Standards (FRSs, which term collectively include the MASB’s Issues Committee’s Interpretations) that are effective for the accounting periods ending 31 December 2007.


The significant accounting policies adopted are consistent with those of the audited financial statements for the year ended 31 December 2006 except for the adoption of the following applicable revised Financial Reporting Standards (“FRS”) effective for financial year beginning 1 January 2007.
FRS 117 Leases

FRS 124 Related Party Disclosures
Amendment to FRS 119 Employee Benefits – Actuarial Gains and Losses, Group Plans and Disclosures

FRS 6 Exploration for and Evaluation of Mineral Resources

The adoption of the above FRS 124 and Amendment to FRS 119 does not have a significant financial impact on the Group, but disclosure requirements in FRS 124 will affect the level and extent of related disclosures of the Group. FRS 6 is not applicable to the Group. Hence no further disclosure is warranted.
FRS 117 : Leases

In prior years, the leasehold interest in land held for own use classified as property, plant and equipment, were stated at revalued amounts less accumulated depreciation and accumulated impairment losses.  Surpluses arising from revaluation are dealt with in the revaluation reserve account.  Any deficit arising is offset against the revaluation reserve to the extent of a previous increase for the same property.  In all other cases, a decrease in carrying amount is charged to the income statement.
It is the Group’s policy to state its property, plant and equipment at cost.  Revaluation of land and building in 1994 was carried out primarily for the purpose of initial public offering and was not intended to effect a change in the accounting policy to that of revaluation of properties.  The Directors, therefore, have not adopted a policy of regular revaluations of land and building as required.
With the adoption of FRS 117 as from 1 January 2007, the leasehold interest in the land held for own use is accounted for as being held under an operating lease.  Such leasehold land will no longer be revalued.  Where the leasehold land had been previously revalued, the Group retained the unamortised revalued amount as the surrogate carrying amount of prepaid lease payments as allowed by FRS 117.67A.  Such prepaid lease payments are amortised on a straight line basis over the remaining lease term of the land.  There were no effects on the income statements of the Group for the fourth quarter ended 31 December 2007.
The initial application of the other standards and interpretations applicable for the annual period beginning 1 July 2007 are not expected to have any material impact on the financial statements of the Group.
3
Audit qualification
The audit report of the Company for the preceding annual financial statements was not subject to any audit qualification.
4
Seasonality or cyclicality of operations
The business operations of the Group during the financial quarter under review were not materially affected by any seasonal or cyclical factors.

5
Unusual items affecting the assets, liabilities, equity, net income or cash flows
There were no unusual items affecting the assets, liabilities, equity, net income or cash flows of the Group for the current quarter.

6
Material changes in estimates
The revised FRS 116: Property, Plant and Equipment requires the review of the residual value and useful life of an item of property, plant and equipment at least at each financial year end.  The same estimates reported in the previous financial year on the residual value and useful life of an item of property, plant and equipment were used in preparing the financial statements for the current quarter as there is no significant additions during this quarter.

There were no other changes in estimates of amounts reported in previous year, which have a material effect in the current quarter, other than revision in the useful life of cylinder blocks from three to two and half years. The effect to the current year result is an increase in depreciation of RM428,633.

Dividend paid
After the balance sheet date, the Directors declared an interim dividend of 1 sen tax exempt per ordinary share of RM1.00 each totalling RM400,000.00 in respect of the year ended 31 December 2007, based on the issued and paid-up capital as at 25 January 2008 and paid on 5 February 2008.

Segmental reporting
The Group operates principally in Malaysia and in the manufacture and sale of packaging materials, polyethylene, polypropylene films and sheets and thermoforming sheets.

The Group’s internal organisational groupings do not provide a basis for determining a reportable primary and secondary segment.  However, sales revenue by geographical market are as follows:-

1
Review of performance
For the 12 months period ended 31 December 2007, the Group achieved a turnover of RM148,953,000 compared to RM152,820,000 of the same period last year, decreased by RM3,867,000 or 2.53%.  The Group recorded a profit before taxation of RM921,000 against the profit before taxation of RM6,093,000 in the previous corresponding period, mainly due to the increasing cost of raw materials and competitive pricing of our products in both the local and export markets.

Variation of results against preceding quarter
The Group reported a loss before taxation of RM1,084,000 for the fourth quarter ended 31 December 2007 compared to a profit before taxation of RM875,000 in the preceding quarter, mainly due to the reasons above. 
3
Current year prospects
The directors expect the performance of the Group will remain challenging for the year ending 31 December 2008 in view of the rising cost of raw materials and a competitive business environment.
