b. Proposed renounceable two-call rights issue of 11,880,000 new shares at an indicative issue price of RM1.00 per share on the basis of three (3) new shares for every five (5) existing shares held before the Proposed Bonus Issue;

c. Proposed employee share option of up to ten percent (10%) of the issued and paid-up capital of the Company; and

d. Proposed increase in the authorised share capital of the Company from RM25,000,000 to RM100,000,000 by the creation of an additional 75,000,000 shares.

The activities of the Group are carried out in Malaysia and as such, segmental reporting by geographical locations are not presented.

16. Material changes in the profit before taxation and minority interests for the quarter reported on as compared with the immediate preceding quarter.

The group recorded a net loss before taxation and minority interests of RM0.094 million for the first quarter of the current financial year ended 31 January, 2003 compared to a net profit before taxation of RM0.535 million for the immediate preceding quarter.  The decrease was mainly attributable to sharp rise in the price of operating cost of diesel expenses and decline in the profit margin of trading materials.

17. Review of the performance of the Company and its principal subsidiaries. 

For the first quarter ended 30 April, 2002, the Group’s turnover increased by 9.6% to RM31.905 million compared to RM29.187 million for the preceding year corresponding period.  The increase in turnover was mainly attributable to increase in demand for construction materials and transportation services.

The Group recorded net loss before taxation and minority interests of RM0.094 million compared to a net profit before taxation of RM0.307 million for the preceding year corresponding period.  The decrease was mainly attributable to sharp rise in the operating costs of diesel expenses and decline in the margin of trading material.

In the opinion of the Directors, the results for the current financial period under review have not been affected by any transaction or event of a material or unusual nature.

17. Material events subsequent to end of period

There has not arisen in the interval between the end of the period reported on and at the date of this report event of material nature.

18. Prospects for the current financial year

Barring unforeseen circumstances, the Group’s performance for the current financial year is expected to remain satisfactory. 

19. Seasonal or cyclical factors

The Group’s business operations are generally affected by major festivities that traditionally occur in the first or fourth quarter of the financial year when there were fewer working days. 

20. Variance of actual profit from forecast profit

The Group did not issue any profit forecast during this financial period.

21. Dividend 

The Board of Directors does not recommend the payment of an interim dividend for the financial period under review.
