Explanatory Comments on Any Material Change in the Profit Before Taxation for the Quarter Reported on as Compared with the Immediate Preceding Quarter.


The Group’s turnover for the quarter under review was lower at RM22.11 million compared to RM26.21 million the previous quarter mainly due to the absence of contract services provided by a subsidiary company.  However, profit before tax was higher at RM1.61 million compared to RM0.81 million previously mainly due to higher turnover recorded by the Thai subsidiary and lower operating cost incurred by the Malaysian operation.  This was further enhanced by an exchange translation gain of RM0.26 million due to a stronger Thai Baht on the Thai Baht loans granted to the Thai subsidiary.
19.
Review of the Performance


The Group’s turnover for the quarter under review was higher at RM22.11 million compared to RM21.15 million in the corresponding period last year.  The increase was mainly attributed to better overseas demand.  Profit before tax in the current quarter is higher at RM1.61 million compared to RM0.97 million for the corresponding period last year.  This improvement was brought about with higher sales and continued effort to control cost and improved productivity.

Material Events Subsequent to the End of the Period


No material event has arisen on the interval between the end of the current quarter and the date of this release to affect substantially the results of the Group and Company as at 12 November 2003, the latest practicable date which is not earlier than 7 days from the date of issue of this quarterly report.

Explanatory Comments about the Seasonality or Cyclicality of Operations


The Group’s operation is not dependent on any seasonality or cyclicality of its operation.

Prospects for the Current Financial Year 


The domestic automotive industry of which the national cars sector in particular had shown weakening demand since the second quarter and this is expected to persist for the rest of the year.  As such, the performance for the remaining period is expected to be challenging.

There were no profit forecast or profit guarantee issued during the financial period to-date.

Dividend


The Board does not recommend any interim dividend for the current quarter.
