A9.
  Valuations of Property, Plant and Equipment

   The Group did not carry out any valuation on its property, plant and equipment.

On 28 September 2007, the Company received a notice “Borang H” from the Land Administrator of Klang for compulsory acquisition of its land located at EMR 7697, Lot 1290, Mukim of Klang, District of Klang, Selangor Darul Ehsan pursuant to Section 16 of the Land Acquisition Act, 1960.  The amount of compensation offered was RM10,648,210.83.  On 26 October 2007, the Company accepted the offer under appeal as the land has been valued at RM14,108,871.00 by KGV-Lambert Smith Hampton (M) Sdn. Bhd.  No provision for loss has been made for this compulsory acquisition as the case is now under appeal.

   Review of the Performance


   The Group’s turnover for the quarter under review was higher at RM30.98 million compared to RM27.91 million in the corresponding period last year.  Consequently, the Group recorded a higher profit before tax of RM1.65 million in the current quarter compared to a profit before tax of RM1.29 million for the corresponding period last year.  During the review quarter, the Malaysian market had seen orders picking up after the launch of new car models, whereas, the Thai market continue to remain stable.  The Indian operation has not been able to turn around due to low start-up volume.  As for the associated company in China, it had managed a profit of RM0.196 million.
B2.    Explanatory Comments on Any Material Change in the Profit Before Taxation for the Quarter Reported on as Compared with the Immediate Preceding Quarter.

   The Group’s turnover for the quarter under review was higher at RM30.98 million compared to RM29.27 million the previous quarter.  However, the Group registered a lower profit before tax of RM1.65 million compared to a profit before tax of RM2.17 million previously due to the higher operation cost and low sales volume for the Indian operation.  The associated company in China had managed a gain of RM0.196 million during the review quarter.

   Prospects for the Current Financial Year 2007

   The Group continues to operate in a very competitive environment with higher material costs and volatility in foreign currency rates.  The Malaysian operation will continue to execute cost reduction programmes and undertake automation activities to enhance productivity.  The domestic market condition is expected to improve further with the introduction of new car models.  The Group expects its Thai operation to continue to show satisfactory performance.  The Indian operation is not expected to show much improvement due to low start-up volume and the associated company in China is expected to show further growth.

The effective tax rate of the Group after the transfer from deferred taxation account is lower than the statutory tax rate due to availability of reinvestment allowances and foreign income not subjected to tax for the current year.  A local subsidiary, Sunchirin Corporation Sdn Bhd, had obtained the Operational Headquarters status with a 10 years tax waiver effective from 1 January 2006.  The first 7 years tax exempt promotion privilege granted by the Board of Investment (“BOI”), Thailand to our Thai subsidiary on 5 June 2000 had expired on 4 June 2007.  Provision for corporate tax of 30% was made for this project.  The Thai subsidiary had obtained another 7 years tax exempt promotion privileges for its second qualifying project effective from 23 June 2004 until 22 June 2011.  The Withholding tax of 15% was paid in Thailand in respect of interest and royalty income arising from the loans and technical assistance extended to the Thai subsidiary.
