8. Status of Corporate Proposal

a) On 30 July 2001, Commerce International Merchant Bankers Berhad (“CIMB”) on behalf of the Board announced that due to unfavourable market condition, the Company decided not to proceed with the implementation of its Proposed Rights Issue. The same was also immediately notified to the Securities Commission.  The Proposed Rights Issue was first announced on behalf of the Company by CIMB on 10 April 2000 and approval from the SC was obtained on 31 July 2000. The Proposed Rights Issue, the details of which were set out in the Circular to Shareholders dated 14 June 2000 was tabled to and approved by the Company’s Shareholders on 30 June 2000.
b) On 18 May 2001 and 24 May 2001, the Company announced the proposal to amend the Articles of Association of the Company to bring the same in line with the current provisions of the KLSE Listing Requirements, allow participation in the Board of Director’s Meetings and Committee Meetings by way of telephone and video conferencing and change the format of the proxy form.

The Proposed Amendment to the Articles of Association of the Company, the details of which can be found in the Company’s Circular to Shareholders dated 31 May 2001, was unanimously approved by the Shareholders on 28 June 2001. 

9. Debt and Equity Securities

During the current financial year to date, there was no issuance of debt and equity securities, share buy-backs, share cancellations, shares held as treasury shares and resale of treasury shares.

11. Contingent Liabilities

12. Financial Instruments with Off Balance Sheet Risk

There were no financial instruments with off balance sheet risk during the current financial period ended 30 June 2001 and as at 29 August 2001 being the last practical date from the date of this announcement.

13. Material Litigation

As at the date of this announcement, the Company is involved in the following material litigation issues:

(a) The Company has commenced legal proceedings against three construction companies in respect of non settlement of debt amounting to approximately RM6.0million, RM1,637,670 and RM770,573 respectively.

(b) During the first quarter of 2000, the Company commenced legal proceedings against a sub-contractor for RM2.5 million for breach of contract for among other things, wrongful termination plus a claim for indemnity of RM4.1 million. The case had been fixed for mention in October 2001.

(c) A claim was filed by one of the sub-contractor against the Company for a disputed debt of approximately RM1.2million. The Company has stated in its Statement of Defence file with the Court that the claim is premature and not due and furthermore the sub-contractor may be liable for liquidated ascertained damages for the delay caused by them in executing their work. The case has been heard in June 2001 and the decision will be delivered by the learned judge in September 2001.

15. Material changes in Quarterly results compared to the Results of the Preceding Quarter

There were no material differences in performance between the second quarter and first quarter of 2001. The lower level of Turnover in the second quarter compared with the first quarter was due to the impact of the maturity profile of the contracts secured.  

16. Review of Performance

The Group recorded a Turnover of RM12.7 million for the half year ended 30 June 2001 compared to RM17.4 million achieved in the corresponding period last year. Group profit before tax for the half year ended 30 June 2001 amounted to RM0.4 million. Group profit before tax for the corresponding period last year amounted to RM1.5 million. The lower figures achieved can be attributed to the more intense competition within the industry that adversely affect the Group’s efforts to sustain respectable business volume and margins. Operating costs have remained relatively consistent. 

In the opinion of the Directors, the results for the half year ended 30 June 2001 are satisfactory. The results have not been affected by any transactions or event of material and unusual nature which has arisen between 30 June 2001 and the date of this announcement.

17. Material Subsequent Events

There were no material events subsequent to the half year ended 30 June 2001 until the date of this announcement other than those which have been disclosed in this report and to the Kuala Lumpur Stock Exchange prior to this announcement.

18. Current Year Prospects

A significant upturn in building construction industry to propel the Group’s business is not expected to take place. Since the Group’s business is highly dependent on this segment of industry, it is difficult to see the Group achieve significant advances in its performance for the rest of the year. However, the Group will strive to maintain its profitability. 

19. Seasonal and Cyclical Factors

The Group’s operations are not affected by seasonal factors. The general economic scenario and construction cycle would however have an impact on the Group’s operations.

20. Profit Forecast and Profit Guarantee

There was no profit forecast and profit guarantee made in the public document for the period under review.

21. Dividend

No dividend has been declared and/or proposed for the financial period ended 30 June 2001.
