The improved results in the current third quarter arose from increase in sales for the aluminium foil laminated paperboard and consumer goods packaging in the photolithography division.  No material factors affecting the earnings of the Company and the Group have occurred between the end of the reporting period till the date of issuance of this Quarterly Report.

The aforesaid favorable performance of the Group was attributed to the strong demand for aluminium foil laminated paperboard and consumer packaging products following the improvement in the current economic condition.
