Changes in the Composition of the Group 

For the financial year-to-date,

(a) 
Tien Wah Press (KL) Sdn Bhd, a wholly owned subsidiary of Tien Wah Press Holdings Bhd had on 30 March 2001 acquired a total of 490 ordinary shares of RM 1.00 each in Angkaganda Sdn Bhd (formerly known as Crossville Holdings Sdn Bhd), representing 49% of the issued and paid-up share capital of the Company.

The Acquisition is for expansion purpose with an extended marketing arm for participation in government and private tenders for print related business.

(b) With effect from 1 April 2001, the operations of Tien Wah Press Packaging (M) Sdn Bhd (i.e. packaging operations) and Tien Wah Press (KL) Sdn Bhd  (TWPKL) (i.e. commercial operations) have been merged under TWPKL for rationalisation purpose due to the continuous loss in the commercial operations. This would also enable the Group to focus on its packaging operations.

On 21st August 2001, 7,251,000 new ordinary shares of RM 1.00 each have been credited as fully paid-up (one (1) new ordinary share for every five (5) existing ordinary shares held) to shareholders following the exercise of the Bonus Issue approved by the shareholders at the Extraordinary General Meeting held on 19 June 2001.

(b) Executive Share Option Scheme

For the financial year-to-date, there were no other issuances and repayment of debts and equity securities, share buy-backs, share cancellations, shares held as treasury shares and resale of treasury shares except for the allotment of 11,000 ordinary shares of RM 1.00 each on 12th September 2001 at an option price of RM 1.30 each following the exercise by the eligible employees of the options granted under the Executive Share Option Scheme (ESOS). Material Changes in Quarterly Results Compared to the Results of the Preceding Quarter

For the quarter ended 30 September 2001, the Group recorded a profit of RM 2,783,000 before tax, minority interests and extraordinary items, compared to RM 2,503,000 for the preceding quarter. The improved results in the current third quarter arose from increased sales in the cigarette related packaging materials.

Review of Performance of the Company and its Subsidiaries


The Group recorded a profit of RM 2,783,000 and RM 8,039,000 before tax, minority interests and extraordinary items for the quarter ended 30 September 2001 and financial year-to-September 2001 respectively, compared to RM 3,177,000 and RM 6,626,000 for the corresponding quarter of the preceding year and financial year-to-September 2000 respectively. 

The quarterly results would have been better but for the additional provision for slow moving spare parts, higher depreciation cost and the benefits paid under the Voluntary Separation Scheme. The improvement in the cumulative results was attributed to the strong demand for cigarette related packaging materials.
