The proposed subscription is still pending approvals from the relevant authorities.
2. The KLSE Listing Requirements require the Company to increase the Paidup Share Capital to RM 40,000,000 by 31 December 2003. To meet this listing requirement, the Company has undertaken an ESOS as described in Note 6 above, and the Company is examining all other available options to meet this requirement.
