The Group recorded Revenues of RM49.85 million and Profit Before Tax (“PBT”) of RM3.17 million for the current quarter under review as compared to the preceding year’s corresponding quarter’s Revenues of RM54.93 million and Profit Before Tax of RM3.39 million. Lower sales and PBT was mainly due to slower progress by two projects under engineering segment as result of longer lead time for special equipments to be fabricated by vendors. 
2. For the twelve (12) months ended 31 March 2007, the Group recorded Revenues of RM274.91 million and Profit Before Tax of RM17.96 million compared to the preceding year’s corresponding quarter’s Revenues of RM205.28 million and Profit Before Tax of RM14.38 million. The Revenues and profit growth was mainly attributed to improvement of regional recorded sales from petrol retail products and services.
