(1)  Under Review of Performance of the Company and its Principal Subsidiaries 
For the 12 months ended 31 December 2006, the Group recorded gross revenue of RM102.6 million and loss before tax of RM2.3 million. In the corresponding period last year, the Group’s gross revenue amounted to RM72.7 million and loss before tax of RM4.0 million. The major factor for the improvement was mainly due to higher revenue and effective control in the cost of manufacturing of goods sold. 

(2)  Under Material Changes In The Quarterly Results Compared to the Results of the Preceding Quarter 

For the current quarter, the Group registered a loss before tax of RM6.0 million as compared to a profit before tax of RM1.0 million in the preceding quarter. This was due mainly to the result of Ralco Australia Pty Ltd which recorded a loss for the current quarter amounting to RM2.4m and also due to the increase in cost of operations during the current quarter. The gross revenue for the current quarter was RM22.7 million as against RM28.6 million in the preceding quarter.

(3)  Under Prospects for the Current Financial Year 
Barring unforeseen circumstances, the Board is however optimistic that the Group having taken product re-engineering and effective cost savings measures will be able to make profit for the current financial year ended 31 December 2007.
