Notes to the Interim Financial Report

Basis of preparation

The interim financial report is unaudited and has been prepared in accordance with MASB 26, Interim Financial Reporting and Chapter 9 Part K of the Listing Requirements of the Malaysia Securities Exchange Berhad (“MSEB”).

The interim financial report should be read in conjunction with the audited financial statements of the Group for the year ended 31 December 2002.  There was no qualification in the audited financial statements for the year ended 31 December 2002.

The accounting policies and methods of computation adopted by the Group in this interim financial report are consistent with those adopted in the financial statements for the year ended 31 December 2002. 

In the prior years, the Group accounted for deferred taxation under the partial basis.  In the current year, this policy has been changed to the comprehensive basis so as to comply with the Standards of MASB 25, Income Taxes.  The cumulative effect of this change in accounting policy is RM46,003 and has been applied retrospectively against the opening retained profits.  The amount attributable to the prior year is RM170,694.

The business operations of the Group were not affected by any significant seasonal or cyclical factors.

The Company has issued 975,400 and 1,002,800 new ordinary shares of RM1.00 each at the issue prices of RM1.18 and RM1.23 respectively pursuant to the ESOS scheme.  Those options granted under the ESOS scheme not exercised have lapsed on 26 July 2003.

The Company has also issued 3,800,000 and 4,555,000 new ordinary shares of RM1.00 each at the issue price through a private placement at the issue price of RM1.29 and RM1.67 respectively.

Changes in composition of the Group

On 25 February 2003, DKLS Construction Sdn Bhd, a wholly owned subsidiary transferred its entire ownership of 51% equity interest in Syabas Awansari Sdn Bhd (“SA”) to the Company making SA a direct subsidiary of the Company.

On 17 March 2003, the Company acquired the entire issued and paid up share capital of RM2 in Unified Way Sdn Bhd (“UW”) comprising two ordinary shares of RM 1.00 each for a total cash consideration of RM2.00 making UW a wholly owned subsidiary of the Company.  UW ceased to be a subsidiary of the Company on 29 July 2003 following the disposal of the entire interest in UW by the Company for a total cash consideration of RM2.00.

On 13 January 2004, the Company acquired the entire issued  and paid up share capital of RM 2 in DKLS Management Sdn Bhd (DMSB) comprising two ordinary shares of RM 1.00 for a total cash consideration of RM 2.00 making DMSB a wholly owned subsidiary of the Company.

Changes in contingent liabilities

The guarantees given to financial institutions for facilities granted to subsidiaries were increased from RM69,197,442 as at 31 December 2002 to RM103,291,600 as at 31 December 2003.

The guarantees given to third parties for credit facilities granted to subsidiaries were decreased from RM14,155,000 as at 31 December 2002 to RM10,970,000 as at 31 December 2003.

B1
Review of performance

The Group recorded a pre-tax profit of RM12.1million on a revenue of RM215.7 million for the current financial year to-date as compared to a pre-tax profit of RM25.0 million on a revenue of RM217.6 million for the preceding financial year to-date.  The lower profit recorded was due to lower profit margin achieved in projects currently undertaken by the Group.  The lower profit margin stemmed from the competitive market condition in the  construction industry and the increase in costs.

B2
Variance of results against preceding quarter

The Group registered a revenue of RM57.7 million for the current quarter as compared to a revenue of RM53.6 for the immediate preceding quarter, an increase of 7.6%.  The Group recorded a pre-tax profit of RM1.9 million for the current quarter as compared to a pre-tax profit of RM3.3 for the immediate preceding quarter, a decrease of 74%.  The lower profit realised was due to increase in costs and provision for doubtful debts.

Current year prospects

The directors expect the Group’s operating environment to remain challenging and competitive.  Barring any unforeseen circumstances, the directors expect the performance of Group for the financial year 2004 to be satisfactory.

On 7 April 2003, DKLS Development Sdn Bhd, a wholly owned subsidiary of the Company disposed of 1 unit of bungalow at Desa Manjung Raya for a consideration of RM380,000, resulting in a gain of RM95,393.


On 27 October 2003, the Company acquired 10,903,530 ordinary shares of RM 1.00 each, representing 77.33% equity interest in an associated company, Dayadina Kiara Point Sdn BHd (“DKP”) for a total consideration of RM 20,298,082. The Company then on 11 November 2003 disposed of 9,870,000 ordinary shares of RM 1.00 each, representing 70% equity interest in DKP to Tripe-H Auto Parts Sdn Bhd for a consideration of RM 18,374,056. With the completion of both transactions, the Company’s equity interest in DKP has increased from 22.67% to 30%, comprising 4,230,000 ordinary shares of RM 1.00 each in DKP.

There were no corporate proposals announced and not completed as at the latest practicable 
date except for the following:
In respect of Private Placement exercise undertaken by the Company, on 24 March 2003, the Company fixed the issue price for the first tranche of the Private Placement of 3,800,000 placement shares at RM1.29 per placement share.  On the same day, the Company entered into a placement agreement with Positif Bebas Sdn Bhd for the subscription of 3,800,000 placement shares at the issue price of RM1.29 per placement share.

On 12 May 2003, the Company obtained the approval of the SC for the extension of time of a further six months up to 17 November 2003 to complete the implementation of the Private Placement.

On 3 November 2003, the Company fixed the issue price for the balance of the Proposed Private Placement of 4,555,000 placement shares at RM1.67 per placement share.  On the same day, the Company entered into a placement agreement with Positif Bebas Sdn Bhd and Mdm Ho Chooi Choo to subscribe for 3,000,000 and 1,555,000 placement shares respectively at the issue price of RM 1.67 per placement share.

The proceeds received of RM 12.5 million from the issuance of 8,355,000 placement shares in relation to the Private Placement were utilized for additional working capital purposes.
