Review of performance

The Group recorded a pre-tax profit of RM1.094 million on a revenue of RM27.031 million for the current quarter as compared to a pre-tax profit of RM2.046 million on a revenue of RM44.671 million for the preceding financial year corresponding quarter.  The lower profit was due to lower turnover. 

B2
Variance of results against preceding quarter

The Group registered a revenue of RM27.031 million for the current quarter as compared to a revenue of RM28.736 million for the immediate preceding quarter, a decrease of 6%.  The Group recorded a pre-tax profit of RM1.093 million for the current quarter as compared to a pre-tax profit of RM1.500 million for the immediate preceding quarter, a decrease of 27%. The lower profit margin was due to stiff competition in the construction industry and the increase in prices of raw materials such as fuel cost.

Current year prospects

The directors expect the Group’s operating environment to remain challenging and competitive.  Barring any unforeseen circumstances, the directors are of the opinion the performance of Group for the financial year 2005 is expected to be satisfactory.
