COMMENTARY ON MATERIAL VARIATION IN PROFIT BEFORE TAX AGAINST PRECEDING QUARTER


The Group registered a higher profit before tax of RM3.54 million in the current quarter as compared to RM2.37 million in the immediate preceding quarter. The improvement in the profit before tax reported of approximately RM1.7 mil or 49% was mainly due to the improved performance of the Mechanical & Electrical Engineering (“M&E”) Services subsidiaries. Most of the delays experienced by the M&E subsidiaries in the preceding quarter as was reported have been substantially overcome in the current quarter under review. This has enabled this division to show a strong improvement in both its revenue and profits earned. Another contributing factor was the successful completion of some of the fast track projects, also in the M&E division, which were initiated and completed in the current quarter under review
16.
PERFORMANCE REVIEW

The Group reported consolidated revenue of RM23.3 million for the quarter under review, a slight decrease of RM1.4 million or 5.4% from RM24.7 million reported in the corresponding quarter last year. This decrease is due to the lower revenue reported by the M&E division in the current quarter compared to the corresponding quarter last year, as there are fewer projects on hand and being undertaken currently by that division.

When compared to the immediate preceding quarter, revenue reported for the current quarter has improved by RM1.8 million or 8% from RM 21.6 million.

Profit before tax for the current quarter of RM3.5 million is higher than the corresponding quarter last year of RM2.86 million by RM0.68 million or 24% approximately due to the completion of the fast track M&E contracts in the current quarter as mentioned in note 15.
17.
COMMENTARY ON PROSPECTS

The lack of new projects and contracts in the construction sector is expected to continue to prevail, into the next two or three years.  This will continue to have a negative impact on the performance of the M&E Division. The IFM Division will remain stable and continue to contribute positively towards the Group’s performance.
The Group will continue to seek additional sources of income either by way of acquisitive or organic growth in the forthcoming financial year. The impact of this strategy however, will only be felt toward the end of this financial year
