15. DETAILS OF PENDING LITIGATION

Save as disclosed below, there were no new litigation or claims brought by or against the Company or any of its subsidiaries. 

The Company had earlier announced that on 1 November 2000, the Company and 2 of its subsidiaries, Magna Prima Construction Sdn Bhd and Dunia Epik Sdn Bhd (collectively “Plaintiffs”) instituted a Civil Action at the Kuala Lumpur High Court vide KLHC Suit No: D6-22-2039-2000 for certain injunctive reliefs and recovery of a sum of RM22.1 million against Top Green Entity Sdn Bhd and 6 other defendants. The Company obtained an Ex Parte Injunctive Order (“Court Injunction”) against the defendants on 2 November 2000, which the Court has extended until the Inter parte Hearing of the Plaintiffs’ application for the Court Injunction (“Plaintiffs’ Application”). The Plaintiffs’ Application has been adjourned to 22 June 2001 for inter parte hearing before the Court. In the meantime, the Plaintiffs obtained a Court Order on 21 May 2001 for Discovery and Tracing of the sum of RM22.1 million against the defendants and will in due course serve on the relevant parties (including banks) for the purpose of tracing the payments relating to the said sum.

17. COMMENTS ON FINANCIAL RESULTS ( COMPARISON WITH PRECEDING QUARTER  PERIOD )

The Group recorded turnover of RM7.9 million and a pre-tax profit of RM206 thousand for the period under review as compared to preceding period turnover of RM48.2 million and a pre-tax loss of RM5.9 million.

The Group’s turnover was lower than the preceding period as it continues to be selective in construction and quarrying activities.

18. REVIEW OF RESULTS

Property Development and Other sectors contributed a pre-tax profit of RM461 thousand. The Construction sector meanwhile, recorded a pre-tax loss of RM320 thousand. As a result of positive actions to control overheads in previous periods the Group recorded a pre-tax profit of RM206 thousand for the period under review.

19. PROSPECT FOR CURRENT YEAR

Barring any unforeseen circumstances the Directors are of the opinion that the Group is expected to sustain its present performance for the next financial period.
