Basis of Preparation

The interim financial statements are unaudited and have been prepared in accordance with the requirements of MASB 26, Interim Financial Reporting and paragraph 9.22 of the Listing Requirements of Bursa Malaysia Securities Berhad.

The interim financial statements should be read in conjunction with the audited financial statements for the year ended 31 December 2004. These explanatory notes attached to the interim financial statements provide an explanation of events and transactions that are significant to an understanding of the changes in the financial position and performance of the Group since the financial year ended 31 December 2004. 

The same accounting policies and methods of computation are followed in the interim financial statements as compared with the financial statements for the year ended           31 December 2004, except for the adoption of MASB 31 to MASB 32, which became effective from 1 January 2004. The adoption of these MASBs have not given rise to any material adjustments to the opening balances of accumulated losses of the prior year and the current period or to changes in comparatives.

At the EGM held immediately after the conclusion of the 9th AGM held on 27 May 2005, the shareholders of the Company have approved the Ordinary Resolutions as set out in the Notice of EGM dated 12 May 2005.

Changes in Contingent Liabilities and Contingent Assets
There were no material changes in contingent liabilities or contingent assets since the last annual balance sheet as at 31 December 2004 except for the financial assistance by Seloga Holdings Berhad (“SHB”) for the cost over-run of up to USD5.0 million (RM19.0 million based on the current exchange rate of USD1.00:RM3.80) to Kemaman Bitumen Company Sdn. Bhd. (“KBSB”), effectively a 47% owned associated company of SHB.

Performance Review

The Group recorded higher revenue for the current quarter ended 31 March 2005 of RM26 million as compared to RM14.8 million in the preceding quarter ended 31 March 2004. This is due to the increase in progress billings achieved from on-going projects that have reached the advance stages of construction during the current quarter.
The Group’s loss before taxation reduced to RM1.6 million for the current quarter ended 31 March 2005 as compared to RM2.4 million in the preceding quarter ended 31 March 2004. The lower loss in the current quarter was mainly attributed to higher progress billings. 
B2
Material Change in Loss Before Taxation

The Group recorded a lower loss before taxation of RM 1.6 million for the current quarter compared to RM 2.4 million in the previous quarter. The higher previous quarter loss was mainly due to the provision made for anticipated losses arising from an on-going project in the previous quarter.

B3
Prospects of the Group

The local construction industry is expected to remain sluggish for the remaining of the year 2005, characterised by intense competition for construction jobs among the market players. 
The Group is broadening its earnings base by exploring construction opportunities overseas. The Group is in the midst of securing several projects in Africa. The negotiations are progressing well and are anticipated to materialise in the near future.
Contracts secured by the new management are profitable. However, the impact on the Company’s results could not surface as the losses from old projects had surmounted these favourable results. This will continue to be so until the old contracts are eventually completed end of this year. 

In addition, the Group has ventured into the manufacture of bitumen through a Joint Venture (“JV”). The JV company shall focus its efforts on the construction of this specialized bitumen plant in 2005. Upon the successful implementation of the program for the construction, the plant is expected to start commissioning and to contribute positively in the last quarter of 2006.

Status of Corporate Proposals

Except for the following proposals which are in various stages of implementation, there were no other new corporate proposals:

(a) 
Joint Venture for the Manufacture of Bitumen
On 13 July 2004, Seloga Holdings Berhad ("SHB") entered into a Shareholders' Agreement ("SA") with Tipco Asphalt Public Company Limited ("TASCO"), a public company incorporated in Thailand and Thai Bitumen Company Limited ("TBC"), a company incorporated in Thailand whereby SHB, TASCO and TBC (the "Joint Venture Parties") will jointly participate in the share capital of a new company (the "Joint Venture Company") as the vehicle for the purposes of holding not less than 94% of the issued and paid up shares in the share capital of Kemaman Bitumen Company Sdn. Bhd. ("KBSB").

Pursuant to the Joint Venture, the Joint Venture Company shall be incorporated in Malaysia under the Companies Act, 1965 of Malaysia, the equity interest holdings of the Joint Venture Parties as follows:-

The Joint Venture Company shall subscribe for ordinary share of RM1.00 each in KBSB up to an amount equivalent to USD17,000,000 (or approximately RM64,600,000) from time to time as may be required by the Joint Venture Company as determined by its Board of Directors. The Joint Venture Company shall be the holding company of KBSB.

To date, SHB’s investment in the Joint Venture company is RM950,000.

Further to the announcement made on 13 July 2004, the Group has announced that it wishes to undertake the following:-

(i)         proposed subscription by SHB of such number of new ordinary shares of RM1.00 each in The Joint Venture Company, Kemaman Oil Corporation Sdn. Bhd. (“KOCSB”), a 50%-owned associated company of SHB, equivalent to USD8.25 million (RM31.35 million based on the current exchange rate of USD1.00:RM3.80);
(ii) proposed financial assistance by SHB by way of undertaking for project cost over-run of up to USD5.0 million (RM19.0 million based on the current exchange rate of USD1.00:RM3.80) for KBSB, effectively a 47%-owned associated company of SHB.
Certain conditions precedent are still pending. 
(b) 
Proposed Disposal of Seloga Jaya Sdn Bhd ("SJSB")
On 30 September 2004, the Group entered into a conditional share sale and purchase agreement with Flare Class Sdn Bhd ("FCSB") for the proposed disposal by SHB to FCSB of the entire issued and paid-up share capital of SJSB comprising 65,000,000 ordinary shares of RM1.00 each ("SJSB Shares") for a total cash consideration of RM1 million.

On 28 April 2005 the Group had announced that the Proposed Disposal will not proceed as proposed due to the delay in fulfilment of certain conditions precedent as set out in the conditional share sale and purchase agreement dated 30 September 2004 entered into between SHB and Flare Class Sdn Bhd ("SPA"). Accordingly, the SPA has terminated and shall be of no further effect.
(c)
Proposed Acquisition of Infra Expert Development Sdn Bhd ("IED")
On 30 September 2004, the Group entered into a conditional share sale and purchase agreement with Md. Anwar Bin Mamood, Syed Amir Abidin Jamalullail and Dato' Badarudin Bin Abdul Khalid (collectively the "Vendors") for the proposed acquisition by SHB from the Vendors who collectively holds 51% equity interest in IED comprising 2,550,000 ordinary shares of RM1.00 each ("IED Shares") for a total cash consideration of RM10 million.

The cash consideration was arrived at on a willing buyer-willing seller basis, after taking into consideration IED's development rights for the Nusantara Project which is valued at RM25 million, based on the valuation carried out on 15 September 2004 by Messrs. Knight Frank, an independent professional valuer.

Further to the announcement on 30 September 2004, the Group had on 2 December 2004 entered into a Supplemental Agreement with the Vendors to vary certain terms and conditions of the conditional share sale and purchase agreement as follows:-

(i) The cash purchase consideration for the Proposed Acquisition has been revised from RM10 million to RM8 million to be paid in the following manner:

· RM5 million on a date falling one month (or such later time as SHB and the Vendors may agree in writing) from the date when all the conditions precedent have been fulfilled (“Completion Date”); and

· RM3 million on the date falling on the third anniversary of the Completion Date or upon full satisfaction of all debts due and payable by IED to SHB and/or any of SHB’s subsidiaries as recorded in SHB’s and/or such subsidiaries’ audited accounts as at 31 December 2004, whichever is later.

(ii) An additional condition precedent to the Conditional IED SPA which requires IED to furnish sufficient proof to the satisfaction of SHB, that IED has no less than five years unexpired duration of development rights in respect of the Nusantara Project pursuant to the Development and Sale and Purchase Agreement dated 22 February 1999 between Prolink Development Sdn. Bhd. And IED.
Further to the announcements made on 30 September 2004 and 2 December 2004, the Group is pleased to announce that the Foreign Investment Committee has no objection to the Proposed Acquisition subject to IED maintaining at least 49% Bumiputera equity interest at all times. 
The Proposed Acquisition is still subject to the fulfilment of certain conditions precedent by IED as well as the approval of the shareholders of SHB at an Extraordinary General Meeting to be convened in due course.

(i)       proposed revision to the conditions in the Securities Commission’s approval letters dated 24 October 2002 and 30 December 2002 in so far as it refers to the conversion of SHB’s ICULS based on the contract sum of RM464 million, to a reference of a contract sum as any value to be determined in accordance with the manner specified under the Letter of Award and Supplemental Letter of Award dated 3 December 2001 and 2 February 2002 respectively, issued by Infra Expert Development Sdn. Bhd. (“IED”) to Segi Resources Sdn. Bhd. (“Segi”); and
(ii)       proposed revision to certain terms and conditions of the Trust Deed dated 18 April 2003 between SHB and Bumiputra-Commerce Trustee Berhad governing the ICULS to reflect the proposed revision in (i) above.
On 25 March 2005, the Securities Commission has approved the above proposals subject to certain conditions.

On 9 May 2003, the Company issued RM24 million nominal value seven year zero coupon irredeemable convertible unsecured loan stock (“ICULS”) to Segi Resources Sdn Bhd, a joint venture (“JV”) partner to the Segi-Seloga Jaya JV turnkey project. 
The ICULS are convertible into new ordinary shares on a semi-annual basis commencing six months from the issuance date to the day immediately preceding the Maturity Date,     7 May 2010, based on the cumulative certified billing amount/turnover of the Segi-Seloga Jaya JV turnkey project.
