For the quarter under review, the Group incurred a loss before tax and MI of some RM1,098,000. Further details of performance are elaborated below.
18. Review of Performance

The Group recorded a cumulative pre-tax loss of some RM2,046,000  for the 9 months ended 30 September 2000, an improvement from a pre-tax loss of some RM9,996,000 in the preceding year corresponding period. 
As the third quarter is normally a quiet season in the travel and tour business, the Group’s division in this sector did not manage to contribute any significant profits during the quarter under review.

19. Current Year Prospects

The Group will continue to explore various new business opportunities with the view of procuring a quicker turnaround.

Barring unforeseen circumstances, the Group is expected to perform satisfactorily in the remaining period of the current year.
