During the nine months ended 30 September 2004, the issued and paid-up capital of the Company has increased from 40,192,000 ordinary shares of RM1.00 each to 50,354,000 by issuance of:

· 10,000,000 new ordinary shares of RM1.00 each pursuant to the conversion of the 6% 5-year RM10 million Convertible Unsecured Loan Stocks; and

· 162,000 new ordinary shares of RM1.00 each pursuant to the exercise of options granted under an Employees’ Share Option Scheme at the subscription price of RM1.00 per share.

Changes in the Composition of the Group

The changes in the composition of the Group since 31 December 2003 is as follows:

· The Company had on 19 February 2004 acquired 22 ordinary shares of RM1.00 each in Prominent Console Sdn Bhd (‘PC’), representing 100% of its issued and paid-up capital at a cash consideration of RM1,700.  PC is a dormant company incorporated in Malaysia and is intended to engage in the business of providing express bus service.

· Bumiputra investors invested 20% of the enlarged share capital of PC in February 2004 therefore diluting the Company’s equity in PC to 80%.

· On 19 July 2004, the Company acquired 100% equity interest in Impresif Jitu Sdn Bhd (‘ÍJSB’) at a cash consideration of RM1,770.  IJSB is a dormant company incorporated in Malaysia with an issued and paid-up capital of 2 ordinary shares of RM1.00 each.  The proposed principal activity is provision of express bus services.

Review of the Performance of the Company and Its Principal Subsidiaries

For the quarter ended 30 September 2004, the Group reported revenue of RM6.97 million and a pre-tax loss of RM2.35 million, a drop from the preceding year’s corresponding quarter revenue of RM11.96 million and pre-tax loss of RM0.84 million.  External sales for the coach fabrication division is lower compared to the corresponding quarter in year 2003 as the division were fabricating coaches for the usage of the Group’s express bus services division.

Material Changes in the Quarterly Results 

Revenue for the reviewed quarter of RM6.97 million is lower than the preceding quarter of RM10.11 million, primarily due to seasonal decline for the tour & travel division.

Status of Corporate Proposals Announced But Not Completed 

1. The Company completed its capital raising exercise on 9 December 2003 whereby approximately RM26 million was raised.  As at todate the proceeds raised have been fully utilized.  Please refer below for the status of utilization of proceeds.

2. On 16 August 2004, Worldmed Sdn Bhd, a wholly owned subsidiary of the Company entered into a Sale and Purchase Agreement with Promtas Sdn Bhd for the disposal of a piece of freehold land held under Lot 1923, Mukim of Asam Kumbang, District of Larut and Matang, Perak for a total cash consideration of RM1,080,571.29.   

The Proposed Disposal is conditional upon the approval being obtained from the Menteri Besar of Perak.

3. Gunung Coach Sdn Bhd, a wholly owned subsidiary of the Company had on 17 August 2004 entered into a conditional Sale and Purchase Agreement with Seal Polymer Industries Bhd for the proposed disposal of two pieces of leasehold land held under Lot 5911 & Lot 19789, Mukim of Asam Kumbang, District of Larut and Matang, Perak at a cash consideration of RM9.28 million.

The Proposed Disposal is conditional upon the following approvals being obtained from:

· Shareholders of the Company at an Extraordinary General Meeting (‘ÉGM’)to be convened;

· The Menteri Besar of Perak; and

· Other relevant authorities.
