Included in the above analysis is an outstanding unsecured overdraft balance denominated in Singapore Dollars incurred by a foreign subsidiary corporation of approximately RM 422,000 (S$ 183,000) as at 31 December 1999 and approximately RM 393,000 (S$ 174,000) as at 30 June 1999.

The increase in term loans payable is due to the full drawdown of a term loan facility granted by a local bank for the acquisition of one unit of freehold land and building costing RM 2.8 million. The acquisition was completed in January 1999 and the term loan of RM 1.96 million was only drawndown in July 1999.

The increase in bank overdrafts and bankers acceptances reflects the increase in the level of business activity, especially manufacturing. The manufacturing facility operated at full capacity during the period from July 1999 to December 1999.
