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EXPLANATORY NOTES

1. Accounting policies
The same accounting policies and methods of computation are followed in the preparation of the quarterly financial statements as those applied in the preparation of the audited annual financial statements for the financial year ended 30 June 2000. The Group has also considered the requirements of the following accounting standards issued by the Malaysian Accounting Standards Board, which became effective 1 July 2000:

Financial Reporting of Interests in Joint Ventures

2. Exceptional items
There were no exceptional items for the financial period under review.

3. Extraordinary items
There were no extraordinary items for the financial period under review.

4. Taxation
The tax figures do not contain any deferred tax and/or adjustments for any under- or over-provisions in respect of prior financial periods.

5. Pre-acquisition profits
There were no pre-acquisition profits for the financial period under review.

6. Sale of unquoted investments and/or properties
There was no sale of unquoted investments and/or properties for the financial period under review.

7. Purchase or disposal of quoted securities
There was no purchase or disposal of quoted securities for the financial period under review.

8. Changes in business composition
There were no changes in the principal activities and composition of the Group for the financial period under review whose changes include business combination, acquisition or disposal of subsidiary corporations and long term investments, restructuring and discontinuing operations.    

The following announcements were made to the Kuala Lumpur Stock Exchange subsequent to 31 December 2000:

(i) On 15 January 2001, the Company acquired the entire equity interest in Magical Glow Sdn Bhd and Lagun Cerah Sdn Bhd, at par for cash. Each company has an issued and paid-up share capital of RM 2.00 comprising 2 ordinary shares of RM 1.00 each.  Both companies were dormant at the time of acquisition.

(ii) On 22 January 2001, the Registrar of Companies approved the change of names of Magical Glow Sdn Bhd to Netax Work Wear World Sdn Bhd and Lagun Cerah Sdn Bhd to VFUSA Marketing Sdn Bhd.

(iii) On 9 February 2001, VFUSA Marketing Sdn Bhd entered into a conditional Sub-License Agreement with Blush! Apparel & Accessories Pte Ltd to manufacture, market, distribute and sell women’s intimate apparel and related accessories and products under the trademark “Vanity Fair” in the territory of Malaysia. This transaction has not been completed as at todate.

9. Outstanding corporate proposals
On 18 October 2000, the Company announced a proposed bonus issue of up to 10,953,500 new ordinary shares of RM 1.00 each to the shareholders of the Company, to be credited as fully paid-up, on the basis of one (1) new ordinary share of RM 1.00 each for every two (2) existing ordinary shares of RM 1.00 each held at a date to be determined (“Proposed Bonus Issue”). 

The Proposed Bonus Issue was approved by the shareholders of the Company at an Extraordinary General Meeting that was held on 21 December 2000.

The book closure date to determine the members that would be entitled to the bonus issue was fixed at 21 February 2001. As at todate, the allotment has not been completed yet. 

10. Seasonal or cyclical factors
The Group’s products are catered for the consumer market and thus business is influenced by the seasonality and cyclical effect of promotional sales and festive seasons. The Group’s business for Quarters 2 and 3 are generally better than Quarters 1 and 4 due to the positive effect of festive sales such as Christmas, Hari Raya Puasa and Chinese New Year.

11. Issuances and repayments of debt and equity securities
Save for the increase in the issued and paid-up share capital of the Company of RM 43,000 pursuant to the exercise of share options by the eligible employees under the Employees’ Share Option Scheme (“ESOS”) during the period 1 July 2000 to 31 December 2000, there were no issuances and repayment of debt and equity securities, share buy-backs, share cancellations, shares held as treasury shares and resale of treasury shares during the financial period under review.

Subsequent to 31 December 2000 and up to the date of this report, there were no further exercise of share options under the ESOS.

17. Material changes in the quarterly results compared to the results of the preceding quarter
Turnover and pre-tax profit achieved for Quarter 2 were RM 36.990 million and RM 4.711 million respectively, as compared to RM 20.028 million and RM 0.831 million respectively for Quarter 1. The significant improvement was attributed to the year-end festive sales (Christmas and Hari Raya Puasa) and the Mega Carnival Sales organized and promoted by the Malaysian government.  

18. Review of performance
For the half-year to 31 December 2000, Group turnover improved by 20.93% to RM 57.018 million as compared to RM 47.150 for the corresponding period. Group pre-tax profit improved significantly by 72.97% to RM 5.542 million as compared to RM 3.204 million recorded during the half-year period to 31 December 1999. 

The improvements were achieved on the back of an aggressive sales and promotional campaign undertaken by the Group during Quarter 2 in conjunction with the festive season and sales promotion as mentioned in paragraph 17.  

19. Current year prospects
Barring any unforeseeable circumstances, the profits for the financial year ending 30 June 2001 may be comparable to the results achieved for the financial year ended 30 June 2000.

20. Variance from forecast profit and guaranteed profit
This is not applicable to the Group.

21. Dividend

The Directors do not recommend the payment of any dividend for the financial period ended 31 December 2000.
