For the current quarter under review, the Group revenue decreased by RM0.119 million (1.64%) compared to the corresponding quarter last year. The Group incurred a loss before taxation of RM0.934 million for the current quarter compared to a loss before taxation of RM1.479 million in the corresponding period last year  the company has having achieved revenue with higher profit margin.

Group revenue for the current quarter of RM7.147 million increased by RM4.735 million (196%) compared to RM2.412 million in the preceding quarter, due to increased in export sales. Loss before taxation in the preceding quarter of RM2.1 million compared to RM0.934 million recorded in the current quarter mainly due to improved sales.
