· The Group had on the 4 October 2000 entered into a Share Sale Agreement with Ho Hup Construction Company to dispose of the Group’s entire equity interest of 175,000 shares in Tru-Mix Sdn Bhd, representing 35% of Tru-Mix’s total issued and paid-up share capital for a cash consideration of RM4,844,000. 

· The Group had on 8th November 2000 entered into a conditional Sale And Purchase Agreement with Synergy Merge Sdn Bhd for the proposed acquisition of a piece of land measuring 13.531 acres located in Mukim Kapar, Daerah Kelang, Selangor Darul Ehsan at a purchase price of RM6,400,000. The proposed acquisition is subject to the approval of the Foreign Investment Committee.
9) STATUS OF CORPORATE PROPOSALS

The Rights Issue announced by the Company on 29 June 1999 was completed in August 2000.  The additional 30,245,000 new ordinary shares of RM1.00 each and 30,245,000 warrants issued pursuant to the Rights Issue were listed on the Kuala Lumpur Stock Exchange on 30 August 2000.  Upon the completion of the Rights Issue, the Company’s issued and paid-up share capital has increased to RM60,490,000 comprising 60,490,000 ordinary shares of RM1.00 each.

10) SEASONALITY OR CYCLICALITY OF OPERATIONS

The business of the Group is generally subject to seasonal cyclical fluctuations such as economic condition fluctuations as well as and the changes in the construction and property industries. 

11) DETAIL OF ISSUANCE OR REPAYMENT OF DEBTS AND EQUITY

An additional 30,245,000 new ordinary shares of RM1.00 each and 30,245,000 warrants were issued pursuant to the Rights Issue (note 9 above) and was listed on the Kuala Lumpur Stock Exchange on 30 August 2000..

17) COMPARISON WITH PRECEDING QUARTER’S REPORT

The increase in operating profit for the current quarter ended 30 September 2000 of RM2.779 million as compared to the preceding quarter of RM0.65 million was due to profit guarantee sum received.

18) REVIEW OF PERFORMANCE

The Group achieved a profit after taxation and minority interest of RM2.913 million for the nine months ended 30 September 2000 which is a turnaround from the previous corresponding period loss of RM13.60 million.  Such an improvement is in line with the recovery of the economy and of the construction industry

19) CURRENT YEAR PROSPECTS

The completion of the rights issue and the recovery in the Malaysian economy will benefit the Group’s operations in Malaysia.  Barring any unforeseen circumstances, the results of the Group for financial year 2000 are expected to be better than that of last year.
