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EXPLANATORY NOTES – FRS 134

1. Basis of Preparation

This interim report is prepared in accordance with Financial Reporting Standards (“FRS”) No. 134 Interim Financial Reporting issued by the Malaysian Accounting Standards Board (“MASB”) and paragraph 9.22 of the Bursa Malaysia Listing Requirements, and should be read in conjunction with the Group’s financial statements for the year ended 31 December 2005.

The Group has decided to early adopt FRS 117 Leases, which is effective for annual periods beginning on or after 1 October 2006
The adoption of abovementioned FRSs does not have any significant financial impact on the Group other than as follows :-
(a) FRS 2: Share-based Payment

The FRS2 requires an entity to recognize share-base payment transactions in its financial statements, including transactions with employee or other parties to be settled in cash, other assets, or equity instruments of the equity.

The Company operates an equity settled, share-based compensation plan for the employees of the Group, namely the Employees’ Share Option Scheme (“ESOS”). Prior to 1 January 2006, no compensation expense was recognised in the income statement for share options granted. With the adoption of FRS 2, the compensation expense relating to share options is recognised in income statement over the vesting periods of the grants with a corresponding increase in capital reserve within equity.

The total amount to be recognised as compensation expense is determined by reference to the fair value of the share options at the date of the grant and the number of share options to be vested by vesting date. The fair value of the share option is computed using the Black –Scholes Model method.

Under the transitional provisions of FRS 2, this FRS must be applied to share options that were granted after 31 December 2005 and not yet vested on January 2006.The financial impact to the Group arising from this change in accounting policy is as follows :-

FRS 117: Leases

The adoption of the revised FRS 117 has resulted in a retrospective change in the accounting policy relating to the classification of leasehold land. The up-front payments made for the leasehold land represents prepaid lease payments and are amortized on a straight-line basis over the lease term. A lease of land and building is apportioned into a lease of land and a lease of building in proportion to the relative fair values of the leasehold interests in the land element and the building element of the lease are the inception of the lease. Prior to 1 January 2006, leasehold land was classified as property, plant and equipment and was stated at valuation less accumulated depreciation and impairment losses. The reclassification of leasehold land as prepaid lease payments has been accounted for retrospectively and certain comparative amounts as at 31 December 2005 have been restated.

2. Declaration of qualification of audit report 

The audit report of the preceding annual financial statements was not subject to qualification.

3. Seasonal or cyclical factor 

The Group operations are not materially affected by any seasonal or cyclical factors.

4. Nature and amount of unusual items

The forward contracts are short term in nature and are entered into to hedge part of the Group’s sales from foreign exchange rate movements. As the exchange rates are pre-determined under such contracts, the Group is not exposed to any market risk. Apart from a small fee payable to the financial institution, there are no cash requirements for these contracts. 

21. Material Litigation

There were no material litigations involving the Group for the financial period ended 31st   December 2006.

22. Comparison With Preceding Quarter’s Results

Group revenue was lower by 7% as compared against the preceding quarter. The Group recorded loss before taxation of –RM408k for the current quarter under review as compared to the loss before taxation of –RM480k in the preceding quarter. The unfavorable results were largely due to lower turnover recorded during the quarter resulted from higher depreciation charges, raw materials costs, and lower production output due to relocation of all the machines to the new premises.                      

23. Review of Performance

For the current period under review to 31st December 2006, Group revenue was 11% lower as compared to the similar period last year. The Group incurred loss before taxation of RM2.061 million as compared to the profit before taxation of RM360 thousand recorded in the corresponding period of last year. The increased loss incurred for the period under review was largely attributed to higher cost structure and lower turnover recorded during the period.  

24. Current Year Prospects
The board expects the year 2007 to remain challenging. The group will continue its drive to increase its market share, introducing new products, stricter cost control, improve the manufacturing facilities and increase its capacity utilization in order to operate profitably in the challenging market conditions.   

Barring unforeseen circumstances, the Board expects the Group to improve its performance in the year 2007.
