FOR THE PERIOD ENDED 31 AUGUST 2000

1. Group's Accounting Policies
There are no changes in the Group's accounting policies and methods of computations used in this quarterly financial statements as compared with the most recent annual financial statements except for the following :-

a) It has been the Group’s accounting policy for the Group financial statements to include the financial statements of the Company and its subsidiary companies made up to the relevant period.  However, pursuant to the Court Order dated 12 June 2000 on allowing  the winding up petition by a main contractor of Golden Approach Sdn Bhd (“GASB” ), a wholly owned subsidiary of the Company, the Official Receiver has been appointed as Liquidator of GASB.  Accordingly, the financial statements of GASB have not been consolidated in the Group’s financial statements commencing 1 June 2000. At this juncture, the Directors are unable to determine the recoverable amount of the Group’s investment in GASB and therefore the consolidated results of the Group does not include any adjustments to that effect.  Further details of the said litigation are disclosed in Note 15 b(i).
b) During the period, the Group charged out rather than capitalise the following expenses in order to conform with the Malaysian Accounting Standards Board (“MASB”) standards :
i) Goodwill on consolidation


In prior year, the Group amortised such expense to the Income Statement over 30 years and upon disposal of the subsidiary company concerned, goodwill was fully written off; and

ii) Expenditure carried forward


In prior year, the Group amortised such expenses to the Income Statement over 5 years or, in the case of cost of spare parts, over their expected useful lives.

However, the comparative figures on the Profit and Loss Account have not been restated as the effects arising from the change in these accounting policies is not material.

There were no exceptional items for the financial periods under review.

3. Extraordinary Items
There were no extraordinary items for the financial periods under review.

5. Pre-acquisition Profit
There were no pre-acquisition profits for the financial periods under review.

6. Profit on sale of investments and/or properties
There were no profits on sale of investments and/or properties for the financial periods under review.

7. Quoted Shares
There were no purchases or disposals of quoted shares for the financial periods under review.
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8. Changes in Composition of the Group
There were no changes in the composition of the Group for the financial periods under review.

9. Status of Corporate Proposals
On 17 September 1999,  the Company announced and proposed the following :-

(i) A renounceable two-calls rights issue of up to 107,957,488 new ordinary shares at an issue price of RM1.00 per share (of which the first call of RM0.65 per share is payable in cash on application and the second call of RM0.35 per share payable out of the Company’s Share Premium Account) together with up to 53,978,744 free warrants (“Rights Warrants”) on the basis of two new ordinary shares with one detachable Rights Warrant for every two existing ordinary shares held (hereinafter referred as “Proposed Rights Issue”); and

(ii) Proposed replacement warrants issue to the holders of the existing warrants 1996/2001 (“Existing Warrants”) on a non-renounceable basis at an issue price of 5 sen per replacement warrant on the basis of one replacement warrant in substitution and upon the surrender and cancellation of one Existing Warrant held.

The Securities Commission (“SC”) has vide its letter dated 3 January 2000 approved the above Proposed Rights Issue with the condition that the prevailing market prices of the Company’s shares prior to the book closure date relevant for the Proposed Rights Issue are traded at a price lower than or near its par value.

Further to the above approval dated 3 January 2000, the SC vide its letter dated 5 January 2000 stated that the life span of the Rights Warrants to be issued pursuant to the Proposed Rights Issue is to be fixed upfront without any option for extension, as opposed to the initial life span of the five years with an option to extend for a further period of up to five years.

As the Company’s shares have been consistently trading above RM1.30 per share since 14 January 2000 and to comply with SC’s approval vide its letter dated 3 January 2000, the Board of Directors had on 7 April 2000 resolved to proceed to implement the proposed rights issue but with certain variation as compared with the Proposed Rights Issue mentioned above.  The proposed variation entails a renounceable rights issue of up to 107,957,488 new ordinary shares on the basis of one (1) ordinary share for each existing ordinary share held at an issue price of RM1.00 per share payable in full upon application instead of the Proposed Rights Issue (as mentioned in (i) above) as approved by the SC on 3 January 2000.
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9. Status of Corporate Proposals (Cont’d)
In the event the market conditions on the Kuala Lumpur Stock Exchange become bearish and the Company's shares are traded at around its par value, the Company shall then proceed with the proposals as approved by the SC’s approval letter dated 3 January 2000.

The Company has received the approval from the SC vide its letter dated 7 June 2000 to implement the proposed variation and the proposed extension.  As set out in the SC’s approval letter, depending on the then prevailing market price of the shares of the Company on the date of announcement of the Notice of Book Closure Date, the Company is approved to undertake one of the following :-

a) A renounceable rights issue of up to 107,957,488 new ordinary shares (“Rights Shares”) together with up to 53,978,744 free warrants (“Rights Warrants”) at an issue price of RM1.00 per Rights Share, of which the first call of RM0.65 per share is payable in cash upon application and the second call of RM0.35 per share is payable out of Poly’s share premium account, on the basis of two (2) Rights Shares with one (1) free Rights Warrants for every two (2) existing shares held;

b) A renounceable rights issue of up to 107,957,488 Rights Shares at an issue price of RM1.00 per Rights Shares payable in full upon application on the basis of one (1) Rights Share for each existing share held; and

c) A renounceable rights issue of up to 107,957,488 Rights Shares together with up to 53,978,744 free Rights Warrants on the basis of two (2) Rights Shares and one (1) free Rights Warrant for every two (2) existing shares held at an issue price of RM1.00 per Rights Share payable in full upon application.

On 28 August 2000, the shareholders of the Company have approved the Proposed Rights Issue and Replacement Warrants Issue, of which the announcement was made on the same day.

On 2 October 2000, the Prospectus of the Replacement Warrants Issue was duly despatched to the shareholders of the Company and the last day of acceptance and payment of the Replacement Warrants Issue was on 16 October 2000.
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9. Status of Corporate Proposals (Cont’d)
On 25 September 2000, the Board of Directors of the Company has decided to adopt Scenario (a) for the purpose of implementing the Rights Issue as the 5-day weighted average market price of the Company from 18 September 2000 to 22 September 2000 immediately preceding the date of the Notice of Book Closure Date was RM0.92.

The Board of Directors of the Company has also fixed the exercise price for the Rights Warrants at RM1.00 each, which represents a premium of 4.17% over the theoretical ex-rights price of the shares of the Company of RM0.96, based on the five days weighted average market price of the shares of the Company to 22 September 2000 which was traded at RM0.92, being the last practicable day prior to the date of signing of the underwriting agreement for the Proposed Rights Issue.

The Abridged Prospectus in relation to the Rights Issue was issued on 25 October 2000 and the last day for acceptance and payment is on 1 December 2000.

10. Seasonal or Cyclical Factors
The seasonal factors for the glasswool business are mainly during the festive months of Hari Raya Puasa and Chinese New Year, where turnover from glasswool is expected to fall by about 30 per cent for a period of about two months a year.

11. Equity Structure
During the financial period under review the issued and paid up capital of the Company was increased from 79,515,474 ordinary shares of RM1.00 each to 79,987,474 ordinary shares of RM1 each by the issue of 422,000 and 50,000 ordinary shares of RM1.00 each at the option price of RM1.00 per share and RM1.01 per share respectively exercised by the eligible employees pursuant to the Company’s Employees’ Share Option Scheme.

Other than the above, there were no issuance and repayment of debt, shares buy-backs, shares cancellations, shares held as treasury shares and resale of treasury shares.

13. Contingent Liabilities
(i) The Company has issued corporate guarantees to financial institutions for banking facilities granted to certain subsidiary companies up to a limit of RM15.8 million of which RM11.3 million were utilised as at 31 August 2000.

(ii) The Company has undertaken to provide financial support to one of the subsidiary companies to enable it to continue operating as a going concern.

(iii) The Company is providing financial assistance to its subsidiary company, GASB, in whatever way possible to minimise disruption to the operations of GASB due to the SAHC’s decision to allow a main contractor’s petition to wind-up GASB.
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14.
Off Balance Sheet Financial Instruments
There were no financial instruments entered into by the Group with off balance sheet risk as at 27 October 2000.

Material Litigation
a)  
The Company - Poly Glass Fibre (M) Bhd  (“Poly”)

Under Penang High Court Civil Suit No. 22-347-96 dated 26 October 1996, Poly has brought a claim of RM341,000 and general damages for loss of profit, costs and interests against Ong Peng Nam and six (6) others for breach of undertaking.  The defendants agreed to sell to Poly their individual shareholdings in Insultech Sdn Bhd (“Insultech”) and warranted that certain equipment were part of the assets of Insultech and that the financial statements and accounts were accurate.  When Poly wanted to dismantle the equipment it was discovered that the equipment had been sold to a third party.  Poly has set down the matter for trial and awaiting the Court to set a hearing date.

The Directors of the Company in consultation with legal counsels are of the view that the Company has a good case for the refunds of costs of the equipment at RM341,000.  Their claim for loss of profits (consequential loss) however, will depend on the evidence they can produce.

b)
Golden Approach Sdn Bhd (“GASB”)

i) On 4 January 1999, Sri Binaraya Sdn Bhd (“SBSB”), a main contractor of GASB filed a winding-up petition pursuant to Section 218 of the Companies Act, 1965 in the Shah Alam High Court (“SAHC”) No MT4-28-1-99 for the winding up of GASB on the grounds that GASB is unable to pay alleged debt of RM2,108,820.  As at to date, no judgement has been obtained by SBSB during the presentation of the petition.  The petition was advertised to be heard on 24 June 1999.

On 20 May 1999, GASB’s solicitors filed a Notice of Motion to strike out the petition.  The SAHC on 7 April 2000 dismissed the Motion to strike out the petition.  On 3 May 2000, the solicitors of GASB lodged an appeal against the SAHC’s decision to dismiss the Motion.

Prior to the appeal on the Motion, the SAHC had, on 12 June 2000, delivered judgement on the winding-up petition by SBSB against GASB for the alleged debt and has allowed SBSB’s petition to wind up GASB.  Following the Court Order on the winding up petition, the Official Receiver has been appointed as Liquidator of GASB.
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15. Material Litigation  (Cont’d)
The Directors of the Company in consultation with legal counsels are of the view that the petition should be dismissed with cost and accordingly, the solicitors of GASB have filed a Notice of Appeal on 13 June 2000 to the Court of Appeal against the decision of the SAHC and subsequently on 3 July 2000 filed a Notice of Motion to the SAHC for a stay of execution of the winding up pending hearing of the appeal.


The SAHC has fixed 6 November 2000 for hearing the motion for a stay of execution.

In the meantime, the Directors of GASB had, on 21 September 2000 received two (2) notices from the Official Receiver dated 18 September 2000 respectively, requesting for the following:

(a) meeting on 5 October 2000 between the Directors and the Official Receiver, and

(b) General Meeting on 12 October 2000 of the Creditors, Contributories and Directors to discuss matter relating to the disposal of GASB’s land known as HS(D) BP 394, PT No. 4020 and HS(D) BP 395, PT No. 4021 Mukim of Ulu Bernam, Daerah Batang Padang, Perak Darul Ridzuan.

A general meeting of the creditors, contributories and directors of GASB was held on 12 October 2000 (“the Meeting”).  During the Meeting, Ulu Behrang Estate Sdn. Bhd. (“UBE”) requested that the land known as HS(D) BP 394, PT No. 4020 and HS(D) BP 395, PT No. 4021 Mukim of Ulu Bernam, Daerah Batang Padang be reverted back to them on the ground that Clause 12(b)(ii) of the Sale and Purchase Agreement of the land has been breached.  The Official Receiver, however did not make any decision as to UBE’s request.  The Official Receiver then adjourned the Meeting sine die.  It is the opinion of the Directors in consultation with the legal counsel that UBE’s request is bad in law.  Further, UBE have not made such claims of ownership when alleging default of the Sale and Purchase Agreement by GASB in the Ipoh High Court.


On 23 October 2000, the petitioner’s solicitors served a duly sealed Winding Up Order dated 12 June 2000 on the Company Secretary of GASB.

ii)
On 11 February 1999, Weathered & Howe (M) Sdn Bhd (“W&H”), an Engineering  Consultant of GASB served a Notice dated 5 February 1999 on GASB pursuant to Section 218 of the Companies Act, 1965 demanding payment of RM239,885. The Notice contained errors which amongst others, on amounts paid by GASB. Further, there are outstanding issues which have yet to be resolved between W&H and GASB. W&H have not proceeded any further action since the response by GASB’s solicitors after the service of the Notice.


The Directors of the Company in consultation with legal counsels are of the view that there are no debts owing to W&H until such issues are resolved with W&H.
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15. Material Litigation  (Cont’d)
iii)
On 12 May 1999, Pembinaan Tasja Sdn Bhd (“PTSB”), a main contractor of GASB has served a Notice dated 10 May 1999 on GASB pursuant to Section 218 of the Companies Act, 1965 demanding payment of RM2,028,181. GASB through its solicitors had in a letter dated 2 June 1999 disputed and denied the said amount. 

The solicitors of PTSB admitted errors in their earlier notice and had on 7 June 1999, reissued a fresh notice to GASB demanding payment of RM1,316,784 instead of the earlier amount and GASB similarly disputed the revised amount demanded. As at to-date, no judgement has been obtained by PTSB on the alleged debt. 

PTSB filed a petition at the Kuala Lumpur High Court (No. D5-28-563-1999) and the petition was advertised to be heard on 2 November 1999.   The solicitors of GASB 

have filed a Notice of Motion to strike out the petition. On 16 May 2000, the Court has directed the solicitors for the parties concerned to put up written submission, the date for the last submission was 11 July 2000.

The Kuala Lumpur High Court on 4 October 2000 delivered judgement on the winding-up petition by PTSB against GASB for the alleged debt of RM1,316,784 and has accordingly allowed GASB’s motion to strike out the petition.

iv)
On 10 May 1999, Adco-PJ Indah JV (“APJI”), a subcontractor of GASB served a Notice dated 10 May 1999 on GASB pursuant to Section 218 of the Companies Act, 1965 demanding payment of  RM1,134,216 from GASB. GASB has through its solicitors in a letter dated 26 May 1999 rebutted the said Notice and amongst others that the works were contracted between SBSB as main contractor and APJI as subcontractor and therefore, there is no privity of contract between GASB and APJI where such claims for payment are made.

The Directors of the Company in consultation with legal counsels are of the view that APJI have no grounds to proceed with a winding up petition for the alleged debt of RM1,134,216. 

v)
On 6 July 1999, GASB served an Originating Motion (Ipoh High Court No. 4-21-38-99) on the Pengarah Tanah Dan Galian, Perak Darul Ridzuan (“PTG”) seeking the following declaration from the High Court :

a)
That the decision of the PTG to reject the Power of Attorney dated 18 May 1994 given over the mother titles which have been surrendered to the State Authority as it is no longer enforceable over the individual titles which have been alienated is invalid; and
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15. Material Litigation  (Cont’d)
b)
That the PTG is required to enforce the Power of Attorney dated 18 May 1994 over the individual titles which have been alienated.

The Court has deferred the decision on the matter from 30 June 2000 to a date yet to be fixed.

The Directors of the Company in consultation with legal counsels are of the view that the Power of Attorney is valid and irrevocable for the land already purchased and paid by GASB.

vi)
On 26 August 1999, Ulu Behrang Estate Sdn Bhd (“UBE”), the Vendor of the land currently being developed as Diamond Creeks Country Retreats (“DCCR”) served an Originating Summons (Ipoh High Court No. 24-736-1999) seeking the following declaration from the High Court :

a)
GASB is in breach of Clause 12(b)(i) of the Sale and Purchase Agreement, by its failure to pay the scheduled payment; and

b)
The Power of Attorney is granted by UBE to GASB is therefore null and void.

The High Court on 11 August 2000 allowed GASB’s application to expunge part of the affidavits filed by UBE.  The High Court has however fixed no further hearing dates as the winding-up order stated in the paragraph (i) operates as an automatic stay of proceedings in respect of all legal actions against GASB.

The Directors of the Company in consultation with legal counsels are of the view that the purchase of the land is on a piece meal basis and the Power of Attorney is valid and irrevocable for the land already purchased and paid by GASB.

vii)
On 8 April 1999, a Writ of Summons from Kuala Lumpur High Court with Suit No. S2-23-28-1999 was served on GASB as defendant by its main contractor, SBSB. The suit is a defamation suit alleging that the defendant, GASB had made defamatory statements regarding SBSB to SBSB’s solicitors via a letter sent by GASB’s solicitors dated 23 December 1998 to SBSB’s solicitors in response to SBSB’s letter issued pursuant to Section 218 of the Companies Act, 1965. SBSB is claiming compensatory damages to the amount of RM50 million. GASB has filed an application in the Kuala Lumpur High Court to strike out the defamation suit. On 10 August 1999, the Learned Senior Assistant Registrar granted the application to strike out the defamation suit with costs to be agreed between the parties, therefore no further provision is required in the financial statements with regard to this matter. The solicitors for the plaintiff and defendant have not agreed on the costs to date.
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15. Material Litigation  (Cont’d)
viii)
APJI issued two Letters of Demand dated 4 February 1999 and 12 February 1999 respectively to GASB claiming that a letter dated 23 December 1998 issued by GASB via its solicitors, Messrs. Cheong Wai Meng & Van Buerle to SBSB (which was forwarded to APJI by SBSB through a letter on 27 January 1999) is defamatory. The letters demand, inter-alia, an apology and donation of a sum of RM2,000,000 to a charity chosen by APJI. GASB has vide a letter dated 12 February 1999 requested APJI to direct its comments to SBSB as they are not the author of the letter dated 27 January 1999. APJI replied vide a letter dated 22 February 1999 stating that the libellous publication was contained in the letter dated 23 December 1998 from Messrs. Cheong Wai Meng & Van Buerle to YP Chan & Associates written upon the instructions of GASB. SBSB themselves instituted court proceedings (Civil Suit No. S2-23-28-1999) on GASB regarding the letter of 23 December 1998 from GASB’s solicitors on very similar grounds as alleged by APJI. The Learned Senior Assistant Registrar of the Court has on 10 August 1999 granted the application by GASB’s solicitors to strike out the SBSB’s suit.

The Directors of the Company in consultation with legal counsels are of the view that should APJI proceeds with the suit, it would be struck out by the Court.

ix)
Some purchasers of the properties of DCCR have made various demands against GASB claiming, inter-alia, the following :

a)
Liquidated damages for late delivery of their respective properties; and/or

b)
Termination of their respective sale and purchase agreements and refund of the monies paid pursuant thereto.

GASB has provided for the liquidated damages in the financial statements as per the terms and conditions of the Sale and Purchase Agreements in question.

There have been complaints lodged by several purchasers, inter-alia, demanding for rectification of certain defects in the properties purchased and/or alleging misrepresentation by GASB for failure to complete the construction of a golf course and recreational club.  

With regards to the Golf Course/Club development, the registered land owner of the Golf Course/Club is Diamond Power Berhad ("DPB") who is also the developer of the facilities.  DPB who have commenced works on the Golf Course/Club however, have not completed the said works, and recently, on 11 July 2000, Pengurusan Danaharta Nasional Berhad have offered for sale by tender (tender closing date was 8 August 2000) the Golf Course/Club lands belonging to DPB.
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15. Material Litigation  (Cont’d)
(x)
Arab-Malaysian Bank Berhad (AMBB”) has, via its solicitors, issued a letter of demand dated 17 December 1999 to GASB for the sum of RM8,149,035 which was due and outstanding as at 30 December 1999 under an overdraft facility of RM7,836,800 granted to GASB.  Subsequently, by a letter dated 20 January 2000 to GASB, AMBB agreed to withhold legal action and to reinstate the aforesaid overdraft facility upon the terms and conditions stated therein which were accepted by GASB.  However, since the date on which the judgement referred to in paragraph (i) above for the winding up of GASB was delivered by the SAHC, GASB has not complied with the terms and conditions of the said letter.

c)  
 PGF Marketing Sdn Bhd  (“PGFM”)

Under Penang High Court Civil Suit No. 22-88-98, PGFM has brought an action against its distributor, Insulmark Sdn Bhd and guarantor, Lim Shaw Hing for monies outstanding in respect of goods sold and delivered for the principal sum of RM409,876 delivered by PGFM.  A summary of judgement against the guarantor had been obtained on 24 August 1998.  The guarantor’s appeal to the judge in chambers had been dismissed on 6 November 1998 and he has appealed to Court of Appeal.  Judgement in default against the distributor was set aside on 7 April 1999 but PGFM’s appeal was allowed on 8 October 1999, hence judgement in default stands.

17. Material Change in the Profit Before Taxation ("PBT") compared to the results of the preceding quarter
The Group recorded a lower loss before tax of RM0.4 million for the quarter ended 31 August 2000 as compared to the preceding quarter loss of RM2.1 million primarily due to the non-consolidation of the current year quarter financial results of Golden Approach Sdn. Bhd. as explained in Note 1 and improvement in the malaysian glasswool business.

18. Review of Performance of the Company and its Principal Subsidiaries
The Group recorded a turnover of RM12.7 million and loss before tax of RM2.8 million for the cumulative current year two quarters to 31 August 2000 as compared to preceding year two quarters turnover of RM11.2 million and loss before tax of RM3.9 million.  The lower loss before tax was mainly due to the non-consolidation of the current year quarter financial result of Golden Approach Sdn. Bhd. as explained in Note 1.

19. Prospects for the Current Financial Year
Although the Group’s glasswool business in Malaysia is improving, the overseas operations in Indonesia and China continue to face difficult market conditions.  As for the property development division, the subsidiary Golden Approach Sdn. Bhd. is expected to incur further losses in the current financial year due to the litigation cases which have yet to be resolved.  However, the Group’s financial position will be strengthened upon completion of the Proposed Rights Issue in December 2000.
