B1 Review of Performance

The Group’s turnover for the nine months ended 30 September 2005 increased by 36.88% to RM151.085 million compared to RM110.375 million for the corresponding period in the previous year. The increase in turnover was due to the substantial increase in exports since the second half of 2004 and the contribution from its ongoing property development projects.     
Despite the higher turnover the Group recorded a profit before taxation of RM622,651  for the nine months ended 30 September 2005 against a profit before taxation of RM4.057 million for the corresponding period due mainly to the adverse effects of the continuing high level of the prices of major raw materials and the very competitive pricing in the flexible packaging industry. The profit before taxation for the nine months ended 30 September 2005 has also been affected by the increase in finance costs of RM1.738 million. 
There were no other material factors affecting the earnings and/or revenue of the Group for the current quarter and year to date.

Material Changes in Profit Before Taxation for the Quarter Reported On As Compared with the Immediate Preceding Quarter

For the three months under review, the Group recorded an operating profit of RM2.708 million compared to an operating loss of RM689,254 incurred for the preceding quarter mainly contributed by the flexible packaging business segment resulting from the stability in the prices of major raw materials and improving operational efficiencies and yields.

Current Year Prospects

The outlook for the rest of the year is expected to remain challenging having taken into consideration the continuing high level of prices of major raw materials and the highly competitive environment in the flexible packaging industry. The performance of the property sector is expected to remain satisfactory.
