NOTES TO THE QUARTERLY FINANCIAL REPORT

A1 
Basis of preparation
The interim financial statements are unaudited and have been prepared in accordance with the requirements of FRS 134 Interim Financial Reporting and paragraph 9.22 of the Bursa Malaysia Securities Berhad’s Listing Requirements. 
The financial statements should be read in conjunction with the audited financial statements of the Group for the year ended 31 December 2006. These explanatory notes attached to the interim financial statements provide an explanation of events and transactions that are significant to an understanding of the changes in the financial position and performance of the Group since the year ended 31 December 2006.
The significant accounting policies adopted are consistent with those of the audited financial statements for the year ended 31 December 2006 except for the adoption of the following applicable revised Financial Reporting Standards (“FRS”) effective for financial year beginning 1 January 2007.

Related Party Disclosures
The adoption of FRS 124 does not have a significant financial impact on the Group, but will affect the level and extent of related party disclosures of the Group. 
The principal effect of the change in the accounting policy resulting from the adoption of FRS 117 is disclosed below: -
FRS 117 Leases
Prior to 1 January 2007, lease of land and buildings held for own use was classified as property, plant and equipment and was stated at cost less accumulated depreciation and impairment loss, if any. The adoption of the revised FRS 117 Leases in 2007 resulted in a change in the accounting policy relating to the classification of leases of land and buildings. Under FRS 117, lease of land and buildings are classified as operating or finance lease in the same way as leases of other assets. The land and building elements of a lease of land and buildings are considered separately for the purposes of lease classification. Leasehold land held for own use is now classified as operating lease. The up-front payments made are allocated between the land and buildings elements in proportion to the relative fair values for leasehold interests in the land element and building element of the lease at the inception of the lease. The up-front payment for the land element represents prepaid land lease payment and is amortised on a straight-line basis over the remaining lease term.

The Group has applied the change in accounting policy in respect of leasehold land in accordance with the transitional provisions of FRS 117. At 1 January 2007, the unamortized carrying amount of leasehold land is classified as prepaid land lease payments. The reclassification of leasehold land as prepaid land lease payments has been accounted for retrospectively. Certain comparative amount in the balance sheet of the Group as at 31 December 2006 has been restated as set out below. There were no effects on the income statement of the Group for the fourth quarter ended 31 December 2007.

The shares repurchased are being held as treasury shares in accordance with Section 67A of the Companies Act 1965.

A14 Inventories

As at 31 December 2007, the cost of inventories recognised as an expense for the Group includes RM310,137 in respect of write-downs of inventories to net realisable value. The Group reversed RM183,461 in respect of part of inventories write-downs made in prior years that was subsequently not required.

B1 Review of Performance

There was no material change in the Group’s revenue for the year ended 31 December 2007 as compared to the previous year. The Group recorded a revenue of RM202.409 million as compared to RM209.973 million for the corresponding year, representing a reduction of 3.6%.
The Group achieved a profit before tax of RM9.199 million for the year ended 31 December 2007. This represented an increase of RM2.022 million or 28.2% against the profit before tax of RM7.177 million for the previous year.   
The increase in the profit before tax was mainly attributable to the improved operational yield as well as the contribution from the property sector due to the higher turnover recognised in the current year for the property sector. 
There were no other material factors affecting the earnings and/or revenue of the Group for the current year.

Material Changes in Profit Before Taxation for the Quarter Reported On As Compared with the Immediate Preceding Quarter

There was no material change in the Group’s profit before tax of RM3.348 million for the current quarter under review as compared to  the profit before tax of RM3.218 million for the preceding quarter.  

There were no material factors affecting the changes in the profit before tax for the quarter under review.
