Performance Review

The Group’s revenue for the financial period ended 31 March 2010 of RM3.08 million was higher  compared with the revenue of RM1.92 million recorded in the preceding year corresponding period which resulting a favourable variance of 60.41%. The increase in revenue was mainly from sales of development land compared to the preceding year corresponding period.
The profits before tax in the current year to-date of RM0.75 million was 15.38% higher in comparison to RM0.65 million profits after tax recorded with the preceding year corresponding period. This was mainly due to lower cost of sales recorded while the administration expenses increases.

The Group's Net Assets per share as at 31 March 2010 is RM1.37 compared to RM1.36 as at 31 December 2009.
